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Beveland Road footpath closure

Throughout the project we will need to close
footpaths at different times to facilitate the
various stages of the works. For each closure
we work with Castle Point Borough Council to
gain the necessary permissions.

This map details the footpath closure at
Belevand Road which is now in place until the
end of the year.

The blue line indicates the diversion route and
possible alternative access points for
wheelchairs. The red line shows the area that is
closed, and the orange line reflects the section
of footpath that is still open to the public.
