Welcome!

July 4 drop-in: postponed 

Over the past month we have:

- Continued to place Open Stone Asphalt (OSA) / Lean Sand Asphalt 

(LSA) through the Chapman Sands phase.

- Started construction of precast concrete steps at Chapman Sands.

- Completed the driving of the piling to the Chapman Sands Ramp.

- Placed the precast concrete units and undertaken concrete pours to the 
Fisherman’s Corner Ramp.

- Removed Satellite Compound 2 and handed back Movie Starr car park.

- Sown the wild-flower grass mix to the landward side embankment in the 
Thorney Bay, Labworth Café and Leigh Beck phases.

- Continued to construct temporary access ramps and the upper haul 
road along Eastern Esplanade.

In the coming months, we will:

- Complete works and fully open to the public the Labworth phase, 

including Fisherman’s Corner. 

- Continued to place OSA/LSA in the through the Chapman Sands phase.

- Continue with the construction of the Chapman Sands access ramp.

- Continue with the construction of the temporary access ramps and 
upper haul road along Eastern Esplanade.

We installed an environmental noise 

and vibration monitor on Eastern 

Esplanade, opposite Kismet Park.

This is the fourth monitor to be used 

on the Canvey project. The monitors 

help our project team to ensure that 

they are working within the noise 

regulations set by the council.

Due to the General Election, we have postponed 

the drop-in due to be held on 4 July. We will advise 

of the new date in a future newsletter edition.

Here’s the latest project timings in the 
image on the left. You will see that 
under the Thorney Bay phase on the 
far left of the diagram, we schedule to 
open Fisherman’s Corner from mid-
July 2024. 

We would like to thank everyone for 
their patience and cooperation while we 
worked in the area. 

Please beware of the soft mud on the 
foreshore which can be unstable and 
avoid, where possible, walking on the 
exposed mud at low tide which can be 
particularly soft.

The ongoing construction along Eastern 
Esplanade is progressing with the 
implementation of temporary access ramps 
and the upper haul road. 

To facilitate this, closures on the landward 
and riverside from The Waterfront to the 
junction of May Avenue will commence 
from 17 June 2024. 

This necessary step will lead to increased 
activity and the implementation of traffic 
management systems to ensure safety and 
order in the vicinity.

We will be creating a diverse and vibrant ecosystem using appropriate 
seed mixes, in the areas of embankment that require seeding. These 
mixes will include a variety of grasses and wildflowers that are native to 
the area, which not only help to prevent soil erosion but also provide a 
habitat for local wildlife. The propagation of the embankment 
reinstatement will not be visible until a few seasons past or visible once 
we hand the project back and will require ongoing care and attention. 

The grass plays an important role in the stability of the embankment, 
and we must allow a good grass root growth before we can allow 
access to the public. Footfall on the grass will cause a delay in the 
grass growth which will mean the public won’t be able to access the 
embankment for a longer period.

Eastern Esplanade: revised closure

In response to community feedback, the planned closure of the tidal pool east of Concord Café has been 
postponed. Initially set to be closed from 15 July 2024 to early June 2025, the revised schedule now sets the 
closure for early September 2024 to Spring 2025. This change reflects the community's value of the tidal pools over 
the summer period and the commitment to public safety during the construction period. We thank you all for your 
feedback. Updates on the progress and any potential changes to the closure duration will be communicated in due 
course. Meanwhile, residents and visitors can enjoy both the eastern and western tidal pools throughout the 
upcoming summer season.
