4 The applicant(s) is/are advised that this permission does not absolve them from their 
responsibilities in relation to protected species.  If evidence of bats is found during demolition all 
work should cease and the services of a licensed ecologist procured to ensure an offence is not 
committed.  
 
 

5 The applicant(s) is/are advised that in complying with Condition 6 above materials with a high 
degree of porosity would be the most likely to be acceptable as they will reduce the amount of 
surface water run-off. 
 
 

6 The applicant(s) is/are advised to note and act upon as necessary the comments of the Police 
Architectural Liaison Officer. Where there is any conflict between these comments and the terms of 
the planning permission, the latter takes precedence. 
 
 

7 The applicant(s) is/are advised that there may be gas network pipes on or close to the site. Please 
liaise with Cadent / National Grid to discuss further. 
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8 The applicant(s) is/are advised to confirm the following details to the Local Planning Authority and 
Local Lead Flood Authority : 
 
- Issues related to gravity discharge to the culvert and to justify the use of a pumping station. 

There will also need to be a high level emergency overflow in case of failure of the pumps.  
- Which responsible body will maintain the surface water system over the lifetime of the 

development according to an acceptable maintenance schedule and that is achievable.  
 
 

9 Model Procedures and good practice
