Manor Farm Poultry Unit
The Free-Range Layers at Manor Farm poultry are housed within the poultry houses where levels of noise would be at their highest concentration. As the birds range the intensity of Noise is reduced considerably as the birds spread out over the range area having the capability of occupying 4 meters’ square per bird. This then reduces the risk of Noise intensity to receptors close to the site boundary as the majority of birds would be unlikely to range more than 75-100m from the housing. Receptors have been listed below for the NMP taking the High/Low risk of Noise into account.
Manor Farm
Manor Farm operations have sensitive receptors within 400m of the site range boundary. The site has no history of substantiated noise complaints.
