Heating
The correct environment for the pigs is maintained using a mix of manual and side fan ventilation utilising the biofilters for all emissions.  We try to ensure we minimise the heating of the buildings and try to use the body heat of the pigs and outside temperature.
Pens are inspected regularly to ensure the correct temperature is maintained.

The sheds are maintained in good condition and purpose built.  
The sheds are constructed to ensure slurry storage complies with SSAFO and the building designed is that to BAT specification.  Each shed has a damp proof course.

Nipple drinking systems reduce spillage of water.

Electricity
Low energy light bulbs or fluorescent lights are used within buildings and outside to minimise electricity consumption. 
The feed system is computer controlled and only activates when feed is required minimising the time that feed augers, pumps and mixers are operating.

All pumps and feed equipment is regularly maintained and serviced to ensure it operates efficiently.

Fuel Oil
The site uses minimal amounts of fuel oil in its operation as there are few mechanical operations required on a daily basis.  

Pens are washed down after the end of each batch thus jet wash use is minimised.
