Raw materials will be kept to a minimum and feed being the main raw materials. Water use will be monitored using a water meter; this will be monitered to detect any increases in water usage as quickly as possible. The farm currently uses borehole water and plans to harvest rainwater from most of the roofs to use for washing down between batches. Raw material requirements will be monitored and every year a review will be conducted to ascertain whether there is any change to the on farm system.  

There is very little waste produced on the farm.
· Feed is delivered in bulk and stored in feed bins avoiding the need for packaging.
· Pigs housed on slatted system therefore minimal bedding required for all pigs housed. 
· Plastic containers for chemicals and medicines are to be recycled via a recycling firm as and when waste is produced. 
· Sharps are stored in a sharps box provided by the vet practice and removed by the vet practice when full with an empty replacement being provided.

· Animal carcases are disposed of via on site incineration. 
Within 1 year of the permit being granted a waste review will be undertaken to identify whether appropriate measures to ensure that minimal waste is produced or needs to be updated or changed.
