	STEP 2   -   DECIDE WHO COULD BE HARMED 

	People at Significant Risk:

Employees, Visitors, Delivery Drivers etc.


	How will they be Warned:
Verbal warnings & activation of Hard-Wired Break Glass Alarm System 


	How Will they be Evacuated:
Through numerous Fire Exits and then to assembly point – Front Gate Entrance (A).  Alternative escape routes could be the Roller Shutter Doors if others are blocked by fire etc.  Visitors, Delivery Drivers etc. are accompanied at all times and escorted to the exits in the event of a Fire.


	STEP 3   -   EVALUATE THE RISKS (ARE EXISTING MEASURES ADEQUATE)

	Control of Ignition Sources / Sources of Fuel:

Flammable liquids / solids stored in segregated bunded areas with Fire Block Walls, Fire Suppression & secondary containment
Aerosols & Gas Canisters stored within a ventilated store with missile protection & Fire Suppression.

General waste placed in skips/ bins & removed on a regular basis
Wooden Pallets stored outside away from ignition sources

All electrical equipment serviced in accordance with manufacturers recommendations etc.

	Maximum Travel Distance to Safe Place and Estimated Evacuation Times:

Maximum travel distance would be from the upstairs office; however, it should be noted that this area is used for only 8 people.
There are numerous exits from the building which contains plenty of open space so if routes to exits are blocked alternatives could easily be found.  
The Warehouse waste storage areas are not large enough to have Travel Distance or Times that should be of major concern.

	Fire Fighting Equipment / Measures located in the area:

Each area has a combination of CO2, Powder and Foam Extinguishers in numerous positions throughout the premises and in warehouse areas as well as hallway, canteen, office etc areas.  
Flammable Waste Storage Bays have over 2m high Fire Block walls & Fire Suppression

This provides cover for the type of fires that could occur in the premises.
