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FUEL SPILL

Anticipated Consequences

Diesel spills onto ground, over yard and into clean water drain

ACTION TO BE TAKEN

Wear suitable Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)
Prohibit All forms of ignition
Turn off stop cocks or plug source of leak
Soak up spillage using Spill kit, or soil
Confine spillage with sandbags or soil bund
Block off drain inlets with sandbags
Contact Farm Manager who will contact the Risk Team and         Environment Agency if necessary.
If necessary, use slurry tanker to remove oil from drain

Wash down yard area and suck up wash water, clean any    contaminated land
Dispose of contaminated material safely. Ask for guidance from the Environment Manager.
Record incident in incident log
Assess cause of problem and take action to prevent a repeat occurrence
FEED SPILLAGE

Anticipated Consequences

Feed spilt out of Feed bin onto floor

ACTION TO BE TAKEN

Wear suitable Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

Shut off feed or stop/plug source of leak

Clear up spilt feed using clean loader bucket
Reuse feed if uncontaminated
Sweep up area with broom and shovel spilt feed into

CHEMICAL SPILL

Anticipated Consequences

Chemical spills onto ground and flows towards drain

Block off drain inlet with sand kept in main site
Confine spillage by means of sandbags
Soak up spillage using contents of spill kit or using soil
Shovel up contaminated soil/litter material and place in sealed Leak-proof container for future disposal to registered authority

Contact Farm Manager who will contact the Risk Team and         Environment Agency if necessary.

If necessary, use slurry tanker to remove contaminant from drain

Wash down contaminated area making sure wash waters are removed from drains with slurry tanker

SLURRY SPILL
Anticipated Consequences

Slurry spillage onto ground and flows towards clean water drains

ACTIONS TO BE TAKEN

Wear suitable Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

Shut off, plug, or stem source of leak if safe to do so
Block off drain inlet with sandbags kept in main yard
Soak up spillage use spill kit or soil
Contact Farm Manager who will contact the Risk Team & Environment Agency if necessary
If necessary, use slurry tanker to remove slurry from drain

Wash down contaminated area making sure the wash water is captured and removed from the clean water drains

Assess cause of accident and take steps to prevent a recurrence of Incident

NOTIFIABLE DISEASE OUTBREAK

Anticipated Consequences

Increased numbers of carcasses to be disposed of.

Additional volumes of wastes produced.

Disease spreads to other flocks.

ACTIONS TO BE TAKEN

Wear suitable Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

Step up ALL BIO SECURITY procedures

Inform ALL staff

Isolate infected flock from other sheds and sites
