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1. Introduction

Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an
Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at
Unit 19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate
is accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the
M25 to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m.

It is being developed as a support site to the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Waste Treatment
Centre, located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the
repackaging/bulking of (reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste, and transfer off-site for recovery.

Question 3d of Part B2 of the EA bespoke installation application form requires information to
be provided about the Environmental Management System (EMS), including confirmation of
what, if any, standard it is certified to. Sharpsmart operates its existing permitted facilities in
accordance with an EMS that is certified to ISO 14001:2015. This EMS will be implemented at
the Rainham site and certification will be sought at the next certification renewal.

This EMS Summary follows the headings in the EA guidance ‘develop a management system:
environmental permits’, signposting to the location of information within the Sharpsmart EMS.

2. Site Infrastructure Plan

A number of site plans have been produced for this EP application. These will be included in
the Appendices of the EMS Manual and include:

»  Drawing SHSMT-2025-RNM2-EP0O1: General Site Layout Plan, dated September 2025.
This shows the location of the proposed waste storage and treatment areas.

»  Drawing SHSMT-2025-RNM2-EP02: Detailed Site Layout Plan, dated September 2025.
»  Drawing SHSMT-2025-RNM2-EP03: Drainage Plan, dated September 2025

In addition to this, a separate plan will be kept on site that identifies the location of mains water
and electricity supply to the site, routes around the site and the location of any isolating
switches, stop valves etc. in addition to other features such as the emergency assembly point(s)
and emergency equipment.

3. Site Operations

The objective of the application is to obtain a bespoke waste installation EP for a Clinical Waste
Transfer Station which allows the applicant to carry out the following activities:

»  Activity AR1. Section 5.3 Part A(1)(a)(iv) — Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste with
a capacity exceeding 10 tonnes per day (tpd) involving repackaging. The proposed
activity will have a maximum throughput of 50 tpd.

This covers the operation of a sharps bin wash plant and the repackaging (bulking) of
emptied sharps. This includes the repackaging of waste to the storage of the repackaged
waste, washing and disinfection of empty packages and disposal of washings to sewer.
It relates only to re-usable sharps containers. Repackaging and washing will take place
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within the building on an impermeable surface with sealed drainage.

»  Activity AR2. Waste Operation — storage and transfer of hazardous and non-hazardous
waste, including repackaging of certain non-hazardous wastes to facilitate transfer.

Three directly associated activities (DAAS) are also proposed as follows:

»  Temporary storage of hazardous waste (<50 tonnes) pending treatment (AR1) or transfer
(AR2);

»  On site storage, and use, of raw materials (in this case limited to cleaning agents, and
greases etc. for plant and machinery); and

»  Management of wash water.

The site will be operated in accordance with a set of operating procedures that sit within the
EMS, and against which compliance is regularly checked. The EMS will be reviewed, in parallel
with this EP variation application, to ensure that it (and the operating procedures, risk
assessments etc.) reflects the proposed operations at the point the EP is granted.

3.1 Operational Overview

A description of the proposed permitted activities are presented below. The EWC tables are
presented in Appendix |, and storage arrangements are shown on the Site Layout Plan in
Appendix E. Risks associated with the proposed activities are addressed in the ERA in
Appendix H, the BAT Assessment in Appendix J, and the OMP in Appendix K.

3.1.1 Treatment (repackaging) of Hazardous Waste (AR1)

An automated system moves the full reusable bins to the emptying point, where the contents
are safely emptied into a dedicated 770 litre skip bin (a UN-approved wheeled cart) which has
been lined with an 80-micron bag. Once the carts containing the contents from the emptied
bins are full the heavy-duty liner is sealed, and the cart lid locked.

The emptied sharps container is then processed in the Washsmart facility that serves to wash,
disinfect, and dry the containers. Each is also sprayed with a silicon spray to line it and prevent
contents from sticking to the container.

Proposed hazardous waste types for treatment under AR1 are provided in Table EWC1 in
Appendix | of this application (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/06).

3.1.2 Temporary Storage of Hazardous Waste (AR2)

Sharps waste - this will arrive contained in the applicant’s own re-useable sharps containers.
These are thick plastic, lidded and securely closed. They are also delivered to the site in an
appropriate waste delivery vehicle and unloaded using the tail lift on the vehicles. The vehicle
reverses right up to the doors into the reception area of the building. The bins are placed into
enclosed trolley units designed specifically for the safe movement and handling of this type of
waste and the trolleys are placed in a dedicated area pending emptying.

Other - This waste is always contained within a yellow lidded 770 litre waste bin. It will be
delivered to the site in an appropriate waste delivery vehicle and unloaded using the tail lift on
the vehicle. The vehicle reverses right up to the doors into the reception area of the building.
Bins are wheeled into the dedicated bin store area for waste pending transfer off site. The
access doors are open only during the delivery process.

Proposed waste types for AR2 are provided in Table EWC2 in Appendix | of this application.
The maximum storage period for any load of waste is 2 weeks.
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3.1.3 Temporary Storage of Non-Hazardous Waste for Transfer (AR3)
Non-hazardous waste will be delivered to the site in an appropriate waste delivery vehicle and
unloaded using the tail lift on the vehicle. The vehicle reverses right up to the doors into the
reception area of the building. Bins are wheeled into the dedicated bin store area for waste
pending transfer off site. The access doors are open only during the delivery process.

Proposed waste types for AR3 are provided in Table EWC2 in Appendix | of this application.
The maximum storage period for any load of waste is 2 weeks.

3.2 Risk Assessment

The facility will be operated in accordance with the ERA that forms part of the EMS. The ERA
has been generated for this application and is provided in Appendix H (ref.
SHSMT_2025.01/05). This is a qualitative risk assessment which identifies the potential
hazards, their pathways to causing harm, and the likelihood of them happening alongside the
consequences if they do. The output of the ERA has led to the development of an Odour
Management Plan; this is presented in Appendix K (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/08).

The ERA is further augmented by an Aspects and Impacts Assessment which is completed for
the EMS and reviewed at least annually or following any significant changes. It assesses
aspects and impacts of not only normal operations, but abnormal ones (i.e. failure scenarios).
The output of it is used to determine the most significant aspects and impacts; these drive the
setting of environmental objectives and targets.

3.3 Storage of Waste

Wastes stored at the site will be limited to those allowed to be received under the EP. Permitted
wastes for receipt are defined by EWC code and basic description. Waste storage is only in
the designated areas, as shown on the Site Layout Plan which forms part of the EMS.

3.4 Waste Acceptance

Sharpsmart will operate the site in accordance with procedures for both pre-acceptance and
waste acceptance. Compliance with these ensures that waste arriving at the site is as
expected, as described in the accompanying duty of care paperwork, and is therefore
permitted for acceptance, storage and treatment.

4. Site & Equipment Maintenance Plan

Records of inspections, repairs and maintenance are kept on site and used to verify that those
checks have been undertaken in accordance with the EMS. The scheduling of maintenance is
either prescribed by:

»  The supplier/manufacturer of the equipment

»  Relevant legislation (e.g., inspection of fire-fighting equipment)

X

»  Other relevant guidance (e.g., sector guidelines/best practice)

Regular checks are undertaken to ensure that maintenance and inspection is being carried
out, and to ensure that the integrity of equipment is maintained. A process is in place to ensure
equipment is inspected and tested, and that a preventative maintenance procedure/plan is
maintained.
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5. Contingency Planning

The details provided in EP documents, site plans, risk assessment, and the majority of the EMS
relate to measures that are in place during ‘normal’ operations i.e. when the facility can be
operated as it is designed to do.

Recognising that external factors can impact operations, Sharpsmart maintains a business
continuity plan (BCP). The plan details the critical functionality of the facility and lists the
hazards that could impact on this, for example:

»  Lack of staffing leading to inability to receive/treat/transfer waste

»  Natural events (storms, floods, pandemics etc.) leading to closure of site or increased
waste across existing contracts that exceeds the permitted site capacity

»  Loss of water or mains power

In the event of the facility being unable to continue ‘normal’ operations, Sharpsmart has a
contingency plan in place which will be activated to ensure that waste can continue to be
managed appropriately.

6. Accident Prevention & Management
Plan

This forms part of the EMS. The site has an Emergency Preparedness and Response
procedure and a Business Continuity Plan. It includes the following procedures and/or
information:

»  Emergency Plan Site Details

»  Emergency Contacts

»  Actions in the Event of a Fire

»  Dealing with Spillages

»  Locations of Emergency Equipment

»  Site Plans

»  Liaising with Regulatory Enforcement Bodies
»  lIsolation of Main Supplies to Site

The emergency plan is reviewed on a regular basis (a minimum of every 2 years) and also
updated as required following any incidents, changes to process, or to reflect changes in
legislation or best practice.

Waste stored at the facility is limited to those allowed to be received under the EP and is defined
in the EP by EWC code and basic description. Dedicated waste storage locations are shown
on the set of Site Layout Plans. Site procedures require waste acceptance and tracking
processes to be followed. As a result, in the event of an emergency, Sharpsmart can identify
(and is able to provide the emergency services with) details of the waste present on site at the
time of the incident (estimated quantity, source/producer).

Training is provided to the operational staff; roles and responsibilities are clearly defined.
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Sharpsmart has an incident reporting system which enables clear reporting and investigation
of incidents. Documents collated during the process are stored within the record, such as
witness statements, photos etc.

7. A Changing Climate

Whilst the existing plans for the facility are based on the existing climate, it is recognised that
a changing climate may introduce conditions that could affect operations in the future. The
following changes could reasonably be expected:

»  Higher average temperatures
»  More heat waves and hot days
»  Rising sea levels

v

»  Changes in rainfall patterns and intensity
»  More storms

The UK Climate Projections (UKCP) provides up to date information of these possible changes.
This provides projections on a localised basis. The EA has produced sector guidance notes on
completing an ‘adapting to climate change risk assessment’ which sets out possible impacts
and mitigation measures to consider when preparing the risk assessment. The guidance for
‘Hazardous Waste and Treatment’ sector has been used for the site.

The climate change risk assessment, as for other management system documents, is reviewed
on a regular basis and updated if required.

8. Complaints Procedure

The complaints procedure follows the guidance on management systems for environmental
permits and includes measures to be taken to address any concerns, near misses, potential
for or actual pollution whether that is to the land, air, water, or a perceived nuisance to staff,
public and neighbours. It sets out how the operator will receive and record compliant,
investigate them, and act upon them.

All records of complaints are recorded in accordance with the non-conformance procedure
which also covers the management of other environmental non-conformities, and defines the
process for reviewing these, and taking corrective and preventative action.

The complaints procedure, as for other management system documents, is reviewed on a
regular basis and updated if required.

9. Managing Staff Competence &
Training Records

EA guidance requires the operator of a permitted facility to have a training system in place for
all relevant staff that includes EP awareness for their work activities; awareness of potential
environmental effects from operation under normal and abnormal circumstances, awareness
of need to report deviation from the EP, and prevention of accidental emissions and action to
be taken when they occur.
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The Sharpsmart EMS includes a procedure on this and all employee training records are
maintained and reviewed on a regular basis to ensure refreshers are scheduled as required.

Any contractors that are engaged to work on the site receive a site induction prior to
undertaking their work.

The EMS ensures personnel are trained and therefore able to effectively retain operational
control and minimise the potential for impacts on the environment. The appointment of fire
wardens ensures that there are sufficient staff with specific roles in the event of an
environmental emergency.

Training includes making all employees aware of the EP, EMS policy, manual and supporting
documents, and their contribution to the effectiveness of it.

Audits are carried out. These identify if there are any corrective or preventative actions required
to ensure compliance with operational procedures but also serve as a training tool for staff.

10. Keeping Records

Records pertinent to the operation of the site are kept; this includes documents demonstrating
compliance with the EMS (including operational procedures, maintenance requirements,
accidents, incidents, non-conformances, and complaints), updates to site documents
(including site condition report, specific management plans), and other records required by the
EP (including waste returns, environmental monitoring data, duty of care checks etc.).

In accordance with the EMS procedure and the EP, all records retained will be legible, made
as soon after the activity to which they relate as is reasonably practicable, and be retained for
at least 6 years from the date they were made or (in the case of records relating to off-site
environmental impacts and matters that might affect the condition of the land and groundwater
within the EP boundary) until the EP is surrendered.

If records are amended, the original must remain legible or be able to be retrieved. EP records
will be kept on site, and electronically on the Sharpsmart internet system (in the Resource
Library). Once printed, documents are no longer considered to be controlled versions.

A copy of the EP is kept at the site, both in hard copy and electronically, and all staff have
access to it and to a copy of the EMS. Where changes are made to any site documentation in
relation to procedures, this is communicated to the site team for their information and
understanding.

11. Management System Review

The EMS is a set of live documents which are subject to change during the life of the site and
the EP. Changes may come about as a result of one or more of the following:

» A change in process/operations that needs to be reflected in the procedures and
management plans;

» A change in procedure following an incident, accident, or complaint; or

» A change in legislation or guidance that affects the activities and/or the management
system.

Should any of the above occur, a review of the management system is carried out. In any case,
the EMS is reviewed by top management (directors and senior managers) at least every year.
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The review is carried out to ensure that the system remains suitable for the facility, is adequate,
and is effective in minimising the risk of pollution from the permitted activities. It is also an
opportunity to review the previous period’s performance in terms of non-conformances, audits,
incidents, compliance with the EP and any external communications such as complaints.

Records of all reviews are kept in accordance with Section 10 above.

12. Site Closure

This part of the EA management system guidance relates to operators of landfills and category
A mining waste facilities so is not largely applicable. Sharpsmart will however complete the site
closure parts of the Site Condition Report (H5) at the point of cessation of operations and
surrender of the EP.

13. Communication

With respect to internal communication, a procedure is in place to ensure that relevant
environmental information is communicated to all personnel that undertake work on behalf of
the company, including the environmental policy, relevant aspects, relevant objectives and
targets, relevant risks, roles and responsibilities, and the environmental emergency action plan.
This is supported by training and awareness provision. The EMS also makes provision for the
sharing of relevant information to management and operational personnel regarding incidents,
non-conformances, audit feedback, monitoring results, and any amendments made to the EMS
due to changes in legislation or other environmental requirements.

With respect to communication with external interested parties on environmental issues, the
EMS sets out the type of communication, the potential external parties (regulator, key
customers, neighbours, local authority etc.), and how to respond to those including how to
determine the relevant course of action.

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1. Introduction

1.1 General
Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an

Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at
Unit 19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

The site is being developed as a support site to the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Waste
Treatment Centre, located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the
repackaging/bulking of (reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste, and transfer off-site for recovery.

The following activities are included in the EP application:

»  Activity AR1. Section 5.3 Part A(1)(a)(iv) — Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste with
a capacity exceeding 10 tonnes per day (tpd) involving repackaging. The proposed
activity will have a maximum throughput of 50 tpd.

This covers the operation of a sharps bin wash plant and the repackaging (bulking) of
emptied sharps. This includes the repackaging of waste to the storage of the repackaged
waste, washing and disinfection of empty packages and disposal of washings to sewer.
It relates only to re-usable sharps containers. Repackaging and washing will take place
within the building on an impermeable surface with sealed drainage.

»  Activity AR2. Waste Operation — storage and transfer of hazardous and non-hazardous
waste, including repackaging of certain non-hazardous wastes to facilitate transfer.

Three directly associated activities (DAAs) are also proposed as follows:

»  Temporary storage of hazardous waste (<50 tonnes) pending treatment (AR1) or transfer
(AR2);

»  On site storage, and use, of raw materials (in this case limited to cleaning agents, and
greases etc. for plant and machinery); and

»  Management of wash water.

This Site Condition Report (SCR) has been written to support the EP application; it is a
requirement for new waste facilities to provide information on the ‘baseline’ condition
(application form B2, Qu.5b). The SCR has been produced following the EA’s H5 guidance and
a copy of the H5 form, Sections 1 — 3 completed as required, is provided in Annex SCR1. The
SCR Form H5 provided in Annex SCR1 is a live document and sections 4 to 7 will be updated
during the lifetime of the site; sections 8 to 10 will be completed at the point of surrender.

The purpose of the SCR is to describe the condition of the land and groundwater at the point of
making the EP application. It is used to provide a baseline against which the conditions of the
land and groundwater can be compared, at the point of surrendering the EP. It enables the
applicant to demonstrate that both have been protected during the lifetime of the site and that
the land is in a satisfactory state at surrender.

A data search has been carried out for the application (ref. Landmark Information Group,
Envirocheck Report, 384822855_1_1, dated 3 September 2025) and this provides much of the
information about the site that is presented in this SCR.

1.2 Site Location

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate
is accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the
M25 to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m.
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The key features of the surrounding area are summarised in Table SCR1.

Table SCR1: Features within 1 km
Direction ’ Local Setting

The site is immediately bounded to the north by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, following the line of the A13. Beyond the A13
North is also industrial use. The closest residential area is approximately 770 m to
the north, beyond the railway line which passes from east to west at
approximately 645 m from the site.

The site is immediately bounded to the east by neighbouring buildings in the
Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies the Ferry Lane Industrial Estate
— the two separated by a strip of land, a creek, the River Ingrebourne, and
Creek Way (a Local Wildlife Site lying at approximately 100 m). Beyond this,
at approximately 400 m lies Rainham Marshes SSSI and LNR. To the
northeast, at approximately 200 m the A13 runs in a west to easterly
direction. There are no residential areas within 1 km of the eastern
boundary.

East

The site is immediately bounded to the south by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies the River Thames at
South approximately 550 m. The other side of the River Thames is Fishers Way
Industrial Estate. There are no residential areas within 1 km of the southern
boundary.

The site is immediately bounded to the west by neighbouring buildings in the
Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies Frog Lane which runs south to
north along the boundary of the estate. Beyond Frog Lane is a large open
car parking area, and beyond that again is a patch of grassland then the
Ford Motor Car facility. There are no residential areas within 1 km of the
western boundary.

West

The site setting in relation to potentially sensitive receptors is shown on set of maps in Annex
SCR2.

1.3 Site Layout

The site currently comprises an area of land that houses a detached warehouse (with canopy
loading area) and a self-contained yard area that is fenced around the perimeter. There is gated
access from Barlow Way, and the ground comprises hardstanding across the entire site.

Vehicular access will remain as it currently is, from Barlow Way to the east. Once vehicles have
accessed the site, they will bring waste material into the main warehouse, using one of the two
most northerly roller shuttered doors and will unload inside the building. Exit from the EP area
will be via the same route.

The site layout is shown on Drawing SHSMT-2025-RNM2-EP01 General Site Layout Plan
provided in Appendix D of the EP application. Further detail is given on Drawing SHSMT-2025-
RNM2-EPO2 Detailed Site Layout Plan.

1.4 Current Use

The site is currently vacant and unused. The building and yard area are both in a good state
of repair and no renovation or remediation work is required.
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2. Environmental Setting

2.1 Data Sources

o Sensitivity Maps
o Groundwater Maps
»  Magic.gov.uk
»  EAbasic pre-application advice
»  Google earth imaging

A copy of the Landmark reports used are provided in Annex SCR2.

2.2 Geology

The site is underlain by the Thames Group, as shown on BGS 1:625,000 Solid Geology
mapping. This is described (source: British Geological Survey) as mainly silty clays (some sandy
or gravelly), with some stilts, sands, gravels and calcareous mudstones. It was deposited in
environments ranging from marine shoreface ranging out to outer marine shelf. The base of the
Thames Group is the base of the Harwich Formation; the top is the top of the London Clay
Formation. It is up to approx. 150 m thick.

There are no recorded historical mining sites within 1 km of the site.

The potential attributed to the site for collapsible ground stability hazard is insignificant (‘no
hazard’), as it is for dissolution stability hazards. The potential is very low for compressible
ground stability hazards, for landslide ground stability hazards and for running sand ground
stability hazards; and low for shrinking or swelling clay ground stability hazards.

The Landmark report notes the site as being in a lower probability radon area (<1% of homes
are estimated to be at or above the action level). Where the site is in a lower probability radon
area no radon protective measures are required when constructing dwellings or extensions in
the area. It is noted that the proposed development of the site for the permitted activities does
not include the construction of any dwellings.

2.3 Hydrogeology

The bedrock aquifer designation for the site is ‘Unproductive’ with a secondary undifferentiated
superficial aquifer which is described as having a high vulnerability, with a high pollutant speed.
The thickness of the bedrock aquifer is > 10 m; as is the secondary superficial aquifer, which
has a medium recharge.

The site is not within a Groundwater Source Protection Zone (SPZ). According to the
groundwater flooding map in Annex SCR2 the site is not in a flood zone.

There is one groundwater abstraction recorded within 1 km of the site, held by Sharps Skips
Ltd (ref. Th/037/0055/026). This is recorded as being 728 m to the northeast of the site and is
from a borehole on the licence holder site and used for ‘general washing/process washing’. The
licence (v1) was issued on 1 November 2024.

A full list of abstractions, including those that are inactive, is included in the data sheet in Annex
SCR2.
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2.4 Surface Waters

The nearest surface water feature is Rainham Creek which lies 131 m to the southeast at its
closest. The River Thames is beyond that at approximately 550 m to the south.

According to the groundwater flooding map in Annex SCR2 the site is not at risk of flooding
from surface water.

There are two surface water abstractions recorded within 1 km of the site; the first is held by
Ford Motor Co Ltd (ref. 08/37/55/0008). This is recorded as being 693 m to the northwest of
the site and is river/stream intake and used for ‘cooling/general industrial’. No start or end date
is provided for this, so it is not known if it is an active abstraction. The second is a tidal source,
abstracted from Rainham Creek, held by Morgan Est Plc (ref. 08/37/55/0101) for ‘dust
suppression’ and is 824 m to the northeast. The licence is dated 11 December 2002 and is
assumed to be inactive as the entry suggests it was for a temporary construction period.

A full list of abstractions, including those that are inactive, is included in the data sheet in Annex
SCR2.

2.5 Sensitive Receptors

Sensitive receptors are considered to be those within 1 km of the site; this is the screening
distance used for the Landmark report. Some receptors are more sensitive than others, for
example a residential area is likely to be more sensitive than an industrial estate.

The EA has carried out nature and heritage conservation screening for the site, as part of the
pre-application service. A copy of the pre-application advice email is provided in Appendix A of
the application and confirms that there are habitat / conservation receptors that need to be
considered specifically in the application.

General receptors, and habitat receptors, are considered in the Environmental Risk
Assessment (ERA), a copy of which is provided in Appendix H of the EP application (ref.
SHSMT_2025.01/05).

The site is not designated as a nitrate vulnerable zone (NVZ); the closest is the Southall Sewer
and Runningwater Brook which is 260 m to the southeast.

3. Current Site Conditions

3.1 General

The site currently comprises an area of land that houses a detached warehouse (with canopy
loading area) and a self-contained yard area that is fenced around the perimeter. There is gated
access from Barlow Way, and the ground comprises hardstanding across the entire site.

The proposed site layout is shown on Drawing SHSMT-2025-RNM2-EPO1 General Site Layout
Plan provided in Appendix D of the EP application.

The site is currently vacant and unused. The building and yard area (and perimeter security)
are both in a good state of repair and no renovation or remediation work is required.

3.2 Groundwater Quality

The site is not in a Groundwater Source Protection Zone (SPZ), there are no groundwater
abstractions within the site EP boundary, nor are there any point source emissions to
groundwater.

Groundwater under the site has not been characterised for the purposes of this report. The
Landmark Envirocheck report (datasheet — page 78) does however provide BGS information
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on the estimated soil chemistry of the area, including arsenic, cadmium, chromium, lead, and
nickel. This information would be used to compare against, should data be collected at the point
of EP surrender.

3.3 Vegetation

The site is located within an operational industrial environment; bordered immediately to the
south, west and north by adjacent commercial properties. The eastern boundary is Barlow Way
which lacks vegetation. There is a line of trees/shrubs along the southern boundary of the
building. Within the EP area, there is no vegetation.

3.4 Potentially Contaminating Activities
As detailed in Section 3.1 the EP area is not currently operational and is unregulated.

3.5 Discharge Consents
There are no recorded discharge consents at the site/within the proposed EP boundary.

3.6 Surrounding Land Uses

This section considers the current surrounding land uses that could contribute to the
contamination profile of the site and immediate area.

3.6.1 EA Permitted Activities
There are 3 sites within 500 m which are recorded as being regulated and operated under an
Environment Agency issued IPPC permit, as follows:

»  Sharpsmart Limited. This is the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Treatment centre on Barlow
Way, 89 m to the north. The permit reference is PP3707BB and was most recently varied
on 24 March 2021. This is a waste installation permit for the disposal/recovery of
hazardous waste by physico-chemical treatment >10 tpd.

»  Motive Fuels Limited. This is a hydrogen refuelling station located on Marsh Way, 110 m
to the northwest. The permit reference is BP3106MK and was most recently varied on 1
March 2022. It is an installation permit for the processing of inorganic chemicals.

»  Adler & Allan Limited. This is located on Ferry Lane South, 245 m to the southeast. The
permit reference is BP3934MQ and was most recently varied on 3 March 2017. IT is a
waste installation permit for the disposal/recovery of hazardous waste by physico-
chemical treatment >10 tpd.

A list of IPPC regulated facilities, including those that are inactive/surrendered but have
operated historically, is included in the data sheet in Annex SCR2.

3.6.2 Licensed Waste Management Facilities
There are currently two registered waste treatment or disposal (licensed) facilities (EA
regulated) reported in the Landmark Envirocheck within 1 km of the site, as follows:

»  Sharp Skips Ltd. This is a medium waste transfer station (<75,000 tpa) on Ferry Lane,
711 m to the northeast. The licence reference is WML80378 and was granted on 13
November 1999. Wastes are limited to inert and general waste.

»  Grove Road Tyres. This is a very small transfer station (<10,000 tpa) on Salamons Way,
287 m to the southeast. The licence is DL594 and was granted on 26 May 1995. Wastes
are limited to tyres.

3.6.3 LAPPC Activities

There are 5 LA IPPC and LA IPC (Local Authority regulated) facilities reported in the Landmark
Envirocheck as being potentially currently authorised/permitted within 1 km of the site, as
follows:
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Rainham Aluminium Company Ltd. This is at Ferry Lane, 694 m to the northeast. The
permit reference is PPC06 and was issued on 24 June 2002. This is an LA PPC permit
for PG2/1 Furnaces for the extraction of non-ferrous metal from scrap.

Murex. This is on Ferry Lane, 716 m to the south. The permit reference is AK3773 and
was issued on 22 October 1993. This is an LA PPC permit for processes registered
under s9 of the Alkali Act 1906.

Tarmac Topmix Ltd. This is on Denver Industrial Estate at 753 m to the east. The permit
reference is PPC2 and was issued on 9 October 1992. This is an LA PPC permit for
PG3/1 Blending, packing, loading and use of bulk cement.

Mix N/'Lay Concrete Supplies (Southern) Ltd. This is on Denver Industrial Estate at 773
m to the east. The permit reference is PPC1 and was issued on 4 November 1992 It is
an LA PPC permit for PG3/1 Blending, packing, loading and use of bulk cement.

Ronacrete Ltd. This is on Lamson Road at 935 m to the east. The permit reference is
SBC9 and was issued on 8 January 1993. This is an LA PPC permit for PG3/1 Blending,
packing, loading and use of bulk cement.

For these entries, none present similar contaminant risks to the proposed site activities.

3.6.4 Landfill Activities
There are no active landfill sites listed within 1 km of the site. There are several historical (no
longer active) landfills recorded, as follows:

>

Datasheet ID 248 at 155 m to the east of the site. No details of waste types, capacity or
first input/last input of waste are provided.

ID 249 at 369 m to the north of the site. This was operated by Ford Motor Company
Limited for inert waste. No commencement or cessation dates are given.

ID 250 at 474 m to the northwest of the site. This was also operated by Ford Motor
Company Limited and was for inert, commercial and household waste. It ceased
accepting waste on 31 December 1988.

ID 251 at 588 m to the north of the site. This was for a series of settling lagoons operated
by Ford Motor Company Limited. It ceased activities on 25 June 1985.

ID 252 at 758 m to the north. This was the Thames Cooling Ponds, operated by Ford
Motor Company Limited for the landfilling of inert waste. It ceased accepting waste on 6
June 1988.

These are all historical and predominantly inert; given the period of time since they last
accepted waste, they are unlikely to be continuing to present a source of pollution.

3.6.5 Discharge Consents

There are 4 recorded (presumed active) discharge consents reported in the Landmark
Envirocheck report within 500 m of the site. These are presented in Table SCR2.

For these entries, the potential contamination could be grease/oils, fuels, and chemicals. With
regards to grease/oils, these are the only contaminants that could be attributed to the proposed
site activities, as it will include the use of equipment/plant and presence of vehicles.
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3.6.7 Hazardous Substances
There are two active COMAH (Control of Major Accident Hazards) sites within 1 km of the site
as follows:

» ID 325 at 450 m to the south of the site. This is an Upper Tier COMAH site, operated by
Flogas Britain Limited, on the Fairview Industrial Estate.

» ID 326 at 792 m to the northeast. This is a Lower Tier COMAH site, operated by Thames
Water Utilities Limited, at the Riverside STW on Ferry Lane.

There are two ‘planning hazardous substance consents’, attributed to the Flogas Limited
activity listed above. These both date back to 1992 and related to Part C flammable
substances. One relates to gas or gases flammable in air when held as a gas, where the amount
is >15 tonnes, the second is for LPG held at >1.4 bar where the amount is >25 tonnes.

There are no enforcements recorded within 1 km of the site. No active explosive sites are
identified, nor any active notifications of installations handling hazardous substances (NIHHS).

4. Historical Land Uses

4.1 Data Sources

Historical information has been obtained from historical maps and aerial photography
presented within the Landmark Envirocheck Report:

» 1:1,250 scale maps dated: 1964, 1964-1990, 1973-1974, 1975-1977, 1987-1990,
1990, 1992, 1992-1994, and 1993;

»  1:2,500 scale maps dated: 1864-1867, 1867, 1894, 1897, 1909, 1920, 1933, 1939,
1964 and 2000 (aerial photography);

» 1:10,000 scale maps dated: 1950, 1961-1969, 1967, 1975-1976, 1977, 1984, 1993-
1996, 1999, 2006 and 2025; and

» 1:10,560 scale maps dated: 1869-1870, 1873 — 1875, 1898, 1898-1899, 1910, 1921,
1931, 1938, 1949 (aerial photography), and 1951.

4.2 On-Site Activities

The earliest mapping of the site (1:2,500) dates to 1864, which shows it as undeveloped. This
remains the case until the 1975-1976 map (1:10,000) which appears to label the site as falling
within a large Timber Yard.

The existing warehouse building is first marked on the 1992 — 1994 map (1:1,250). The 2000
aerial photograph shows the building as it is currently seen on site.

The Landmark report (ID. 247) suggests the presence of a landfill within the site boundary;
however, no details are available as to the type of waste, the capacity of the landfill, or the first
and last input date.

4.3 Off-Site Activities

Historical Ordnance Survey maps indicate a number of historical activities within a 1 km radius
of the site; these are summarised in Table SCR4.

Where maps are empty/blank and provide no details, these have been omitted from the table
but are included in Annex SCR2.

The two in bold above were classed as having a significant impact on a watercourse, however
date back over 23 years. The 2008 incident was classed as having a significant impact on land;
however, this too is historical and dates back over 17 years.

The first one could be reasonably attributed to Hornett Bros & Co’s chemical works on
Salamon’s Way (datasheet ID 26) which has a permit located 538 m to the southeast. It is
possible that the second one relates to the works/timber yard on Frog Island as this lies
approximately 600 m to the south.

It is considered unlikely that there is a long-term impact that will still be present at the time of
this application.

4.5 Historic Contamination

There have not been any reported pollution incidents on the site; nor in the immediate locality
since 2008 (in relation to land or water which could contribute to long term contamination —
see Section 4.4 above).

The Landmark report (ID. 247) suggests the presence of a landfill within the site boundary;
however, no details are available as to the type of waste, the capacity of the landfill, or the first
and last input date. There is also no indication of this on any of the historical maps.
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4.6 Baseline Data

No site investigation has been carried out by the applicant for the purposes of this SCR. No
borehole data is available for the land occupied by the site. The Landmark Envirocheck report
(datasheet) provides BGS information on the soil chemistry of the area, including arsenic,
cadmium, chromium, lead and nickel. This information would be used to compare against,
should data be collected at the point of EP surrender.

In certain circumstances it is appropriate to collect baseline data. Baseline data serves to
ensure that the operator of a permitted facility can identify any contamination caused during
the life of the permit; it also protects the operator from being held responsible for remediating
any pre-existing contamination at the point of surrender of the site EP.

The details reviewed in this SCR identify little potential for the site itself to be historically
contaminated. The nature of potential contamination (based on the types of activities carried
out on and around the site historically and currently) differs to that which would be associated
with the proposed permitted activity. It is not considered necessary for the applicant to collect
baseline data.

5. Conclusion

Whilst there have not been any reported pollution incidents in the locality since 2008 (in relation
to land or water which could contribute to long-term contamination), it is considered possible
that groundwater beneath the site could have been impacted, due to the presence of a
historical landfill site. No details are given in the Landmark report as to the nature or capacity
of the site, and there is also no indication of this on any of the historical maps.

The following is, however, recognised as being relevant to the assessment of potential
contamination at the site:

» The bedrock aquifer designation for the site is ‘Unproductive’ with a secondary
undifferentiated superficial aquifer which is described as having a high vulnerability, with
a high pollutant speed. The thickness of the bedrock aquifer is > 10 m; as is the
secondary superficial aquifer, which has a medium recharge.

»  The site is not within a Groundwater Source Protection Zone (SPZ).
»  According to the groundwater flooding map in Annex SCR2 the site is not in a flood zone.

»  Trade entries, landfills and licenced/permitted facilities in the area are limited both in
number and in those that could present a pollution source for the proposed site.

>  There are no active landfill sites listed within 1 km of the site.

»  There have not been any reported pollution incidents on the site; nor in the immediate
locality since 2008 (in relation to land or water which could contribute to long term
contamination — see Section 4.4 above).

»  There are no active COMAH (Control of Major Accident Hazards) sites on the site; the
closest is 450 m away. There are no enforcements recorded within 1 km of the site. No
active explosive sites are identified, nor any active notifications of installations handling
hazardous substances (NIHHS).

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1. Introduction

1.1 General

Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an
Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at
Unit 19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate
is accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the
M25 to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m.

It is being developed as a support site to the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Waste Treatment
Centre, located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the
repackaging/bulking of (reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste, and transfer off-site for recovery. The proposed EP boundary is shown in
Figure NTS1.

This non-technical summary provides an overview of the application and is provided in
response to Part B2 of the application form, Question 5c.
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Application Objective

The objective of the application is to obtain a bespoke waste installation EP for a Clinical Waste
Transfer Station which allows the applicant to carry out the following activities:

;

Activity AR1. Section 5.3 Part A(1)(a)(iv) — Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste
with a capacity exceeding 10 tonnes per day (tpd) involving repackaging. The proposed
activity will have a maximum throughput of 50 tpd.

This covers the operation of a sharps bin wash plant and the repackaging (bulking) of
emptied sharps. This includes the repackaging of waste to the storage of the
repackaged waste, washing and disinfection of empty packages and disposal of
washings to sewer. It relates only to re-usable sharps containers. Repackaging and
washing will take place within the building on an impermeable surface with sealed
drainage.

Activity AR2. Waste Operation — storage and transfer of hazardous and non-hazardous
waste, including repackaging of certain non-hazardous wastes to facilitate transfer.

Three directly associated activities (DAAs) are also proposed as follows:

(ref. SHSMT_2025.01/02) to present the flow of waste through the site.

» A Site Condition Report (SCR) (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/03). This presents published and
anecdotal data for the site and the surrounding area (to a 1 km buffer) and serves as a
baseline report against which the site would be assessed at the point of surrender of the
permit in the future (Appendix E).

» A general qualitative risk assessment is provided, which addresses any risks and
impacts from the proposed activities. This is presented in Appendix G (ref.
SHSMT_2025.01/05) of the application. The general qualitative assessment follows the
EA’s source-pathway-receptor methodology to identify potential risks and assess the
potential impacts of those risks following implementation of suitable control/mitigation
measures. The outcome of the risk assessment is that proposed mitigation measures
are sufficient and suitable to manage any potential impacts on the environment.

»  The application includes proposed waste codes, some for storage and transfer only,
some for repackaging (bulking). The waste tables are presented in Appendix H (ref.
SHSMT_2025.01/06). The nature of the proposed wastes is considered in both the ERA
in Appendix H and the BAT Assessment in Appendix J.

» A Best Available Techniques (BAT) Assessment is presented in Appendix | (ref.
SHSMT_2025.01/07). This assesses the proposed activities and demonstrates that they
accord with the suggested measures in Healthcare Waste: Appropriate Measures
guidance.

»  An odour management plan (OMP) has been developed for the site and is presented in
Appendix J (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/08). This identifies the potential odour sources,
sensitive receptors, the pathway between the two, and mitigation measures in place to
minimise the risk of odour release.

The application fee has been identified using the 2022 EA Charging Scheme (updated to 1
August 2025). The application seeks to obtain a new waste installation EP, and a fixed fee
applies as follows:

»  Physical treatment of hazardous waste by repackaging, ref. 1.16.1.3 in Table 1.16. The
substantial variation* application charge for this is £14,401.

An odour management plan has been submitted; the EA fee for the assessment of this is a
further £1,246.

As a result of conservation sites being identified in the pre-application screening, the EA for the
assessment of habitats is also required; this is a further £779.

The total application fee is therefore £16,426.00.

3. Key Control Measures

The key technical standards and control measures that will apply (and for the most part, already
do) to ensure the site does not give rise to significant environmental impact are summarised
below:

»  Storage and repackaging of hazardous waste is only carried out within the building which
benefits from concrete hardstanding.
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»  Activities are carried out in accordance with a management system (certified to 1ISO
14001);

»  Performance against the management system is audited at regular intervals;
»  Plant and equipment is subject to routine checks/inspections, service, and maintenance;

»  The vacuum HEPA filters are changed as per the maintenance schedule (or as identified
by ongoing monitoring of efficacy);

»  Spill kits provided and spill training is carried out;
»  Employees are trained in both the EMS and plant-specific operating procedures;

»  Daily observational monitoring is undertaken at the site boundary for odour, noise, and
dust emissions.

4. Conclusion

Sharpsmart plans to continue to develop its operations as a waste transfer facility whilst
providing a high level of protection to the environment.

The ERA and BAT Assessment, and Odour Management Plan submitted in support of this
application determines that there will be a low residual risk to receptors from the site from the
proposed activities.

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1. Introduction

1.1 General

Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an
Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at
Unit 19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate
is accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the
M25 to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m. The site comprises
a 17,000 sq. ft steel frame warehouse building, externally clad in steel. There is a large canopy
loading area at the front of the building, over three roller shutter doors.

It is being developed as a support site to the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Waste Treatment
Centre, located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the
repackaging/bulking of (reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste, and transfer off-site for recovery.

An application is being made to obtain a bespoke waste installation EP which allows the
applicant to carry out the following activities:

» Activity AR1. Section 5.3 Part A(1)(a)(iv) — Disposal or recovery of hazardous waste
with a capacity exceeding 10 tonnes per day (tpd) involving repackaging. The
proposed activity will have a maximum throughput of 50 tpd.

This covers the operation of a sharps bin wash plant and the repackaging (bulking) of
emptied sharps. This includes the repackaging of waste to the storage of the
repackaged waste, washing and disinfection of empty packages and disposal of
washings to sewer. It relates only to re-usable sharps containers. Repackaging and
washing will take place within the building on an impermeable surface with sealed
drainage.

» Activity AR2. Waste Operation — storage and transfer of hazardous and non-hazardous
waste, including repackaging of certain non-hazardous wastes to facilitate transfer.

Three directly associated activities (DAAS) are also proposed as follows:

» Temporary storage of hazardous waste (<50 tonnes) pending treatment (AR1) or
transfer (AR2);

» On site storage, and use, of raw materials (in this case limited to cleaning agents, and
greases etc. for plant and machinery); and

» Management of wash water.

This environmental risk assessment (ERA) has been written in response to Part B2 of the
application form, Question 6. It sets out the risks of potential failure or incident scenarios
related to the proposed activities and assesses these in terms of the potential impact on any
sensitive receptors. The risk assessment concludes that the residual risk will be minimal and
acceptable.

1.2 Site Setting

The facility is located in the Fairview Industrial Estate which is approximately 15 ha and located
to the southwest of the A13 highway, and immediately north (on the banks) of the River
Thames. It comprises a number of industrial, commercial and warehouse units and is bounded
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by Creek Way to the east (a Local Wildlife Site) and Frog Lane to the west dividing the industrial
estate from the associated parking area. There is some grassland and planting beyond Creek
Lane, between this estate and the neighbouring Ferry Lane Industrial Estate. Beyond that
estate lies the Rainham Marshes (a Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI) and Local Nature
Reserve (LNR)).

The wider site setting is described in Table ERA1.

Local Setting

The site is immediately bounded to the north by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, following the line of the A13. Beyond the A13
is also industrial use. The closest residential area is approximately 770 m
to the north, beyond the railway line which passes from east to west at
approximately 645 m from the site.

East

The site is immediately bounded to the east by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies the Ferry Lane Industrial
Estate — the two separated by a strip of land, a creek, the River
Ingrebourne, and Creek Way (a Local Wildlife Site lying at approximately
100 m). Beyond this, at approximately 400 m lies Rainham Marshes SSSI
and LNR. To the northeast, at approximately 200 m the A13 runs in a west
to easterly direction. There are no residential areas within 1 km of the
eastern boundary.

South

The site is immediately bounded to the south by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies the River Thames at
approximately 550 m. The other side of the River Thames is Fishers Way
Industrial Estate. There are no residential areas within 1 km of the southern
boundary.

West

The site is immediately bounded to the west by neighbouring buildings in
the Fairview Industrial Estate, beyond which lies Frog Lane which runs
south to north along the boundary of the estate. Beyond Frog Lane is a
large open car parking area, and beyond that again is a patch of grassland
then the Ford Motor Car facility. There are no residential areas within 1
km of the western boundary.

1.3

Conservation Sites

The pre-application advice from the EA (dated 19.09.2025) included a habitat screening
assessment. A copy of the maps and list of sites is included in Appendix A of the variation
application. The following features were identified as being within the applicable screening
distance and have therefore been considered in this ERA:

>

Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI) - Inner Thames Marshes

o This is the largest remaining expanse of wetland bordering the upper reaches of
the Thames Estuary supporting a range of scarce and rare bird, plant and
invertebrate assemblages. The site comprises a major relic of low-lying grazing
marsh with a variety of grassland communities dissected by a network of fresh to
brackish water drains. These Marshes are divided into two main blocks by an
extensive series of bunded lagoons used for the disposal of silt dredgings. The
discharge of silt and river water into the lagoons produces a changing complex of
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dry or flooded mud flats and developing saltmarsh. The site is designated, in part,
for a diverse and important invertebrate fauna centred on the areas of grazing
marsh, especially the network of drains. Non-breeding Teal remain a significant
feature at this site. The SSSI is considered to be in a favourable condition. (source:
Natural England).

» Local Nature Reserve (LNR) - Rainham Marshes, Ingrebourne Valley, Crossness, and
Beam Valley

o Rainham Marshes designation overlaps with the Inner Thames SSSI as described
above.

o Ingrebourne Valley comprises secondary woodland, rough grassland, acid
grassland, river, marshes, wetland grazing, and reedbeds. It is important for a wide
range of plants, animals, birds (including active heronry), insects and reptiles.
Species include the great crested newt, slow worm, harvest mouse, water vole,
bumblebee, green woodpecker, grey partridge, house martin, pochard, reed
bunting, skylark and song thrush.

o Crossness is part of the Erith Marshes (see LWS below) and is to the east of
Crossness STW. It comprises a network of ditches and open water, scrub and
rough grassland. It is a water vole stronghold with over 130 species of bird having
been recorded. A number of rare aquatic and terrestrial invertebrates are present
as well as some important flora species.

o Beam Valley consists of former derelict land, neutral and acid grasslands,
woodland and scrub, former gravel pits and the former Romford Canal. It also
includes the River Beam and Wantz Stream.

» Local Wildlife Site (LWS) — River Thames and tidal tributaries, Riverside STW,
Wennington, Aveley and Rainham Marshes, Lower River Beam and Ford Works
Ditches, Mudlands, Rainham Railsides, Ingrebourne Valley, Dagenham Breach and the
Lower Beam River in Dagenham, Belvedere Dykes, Ingrebourne Hill, Beam Valley
South in Havering, Beam Valley South in Dagenham and the Wantz Stream, and Erith
Marshes (information source: GiGL).

o River Thames and tidal sections of creeks and rivers which flow into it comprise a
number of valuable habitats not found elsewhere in London. The mudflats, shingle
beach, inter-tidal vegetation, islands and river channel itself are of particular
importance for wildfowl and wading birds. The Thames is also extremely important
for fish, and many of the tidal creeks are important fish nurseries.

o Wennington, Aveley and Rainham Marshes comprise a large area of grazing marsh
that was formerly used by the MoD as a firing range. They provides an important
habitat, in particular for birds. Large numbers of wildfowl winter there, with wigeon
regularly reaching 1000 in number, and teal up to 3,500. They also support
important numbers of breeding red bunting, little grebe, meadow pipit and skylark,
with stonechat, barn owls, grasshopper warblers and water rail breeding there too.
There is a large population of water voles and unusual plants and invertebrates,
including the marsh frog.

o Dagenham Breach and the Lower Beam River in Dagenham are two separate sites
that lie close to each other. The breach is a lake created by the River Thames
flooding and lies just west of the Beam River which runs through the Ford Works.
Wildlife habitats extend into Havering borough where the site is referred to as Lowe
River Beam and Ford Works Ditches. The banks of the breach support common
reed and great reedmace; other wetland plants include sea club-rush, false fox-
sedge, lesser reedmace and common club-rush (all scarce in London). The lake
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supports several species of dragon flies. It holds a good community of fish,
including eels, carp, tench and roach. Breeding birds include reed warbler, great
crested grebe, mute swan and possibly kingfisher.

o Ingrebourne Valley includes extensive reedbeds, lakes, wet grasslands and small
areas of boggy willow woodland, supporting wetland insect and bird life. The upper
reaches of the river are largely wooded with important ancient alder woodlands.
The marshes contain reedbeds and support a diverse breeding community
including redshank, lapwing, hobby, water rail, kingfisher, common snipe, reed
bunting, cuckoo, long-eared owl, reed and sedge warblers, gadwall, teal and
pochard. Large numbers of teal and tufted duck occur on Berwick Pond in winter
while a long list of species pass through in spring and autumn on migration.

o Belvedere Dykes comprises a number of drainage dykes, providing a home to
some rare plants and animals. They are well vegetated, dominated by common
reed and great reedmace. The ditches support the water vole (a priority species in
the UK and London Biodiversity Action Plans). Some ditches hold populations of
the nationally scare marsh dock and some also have important populations of fish
and invertebrates. Breeding birds include reed warbler.

The report notes the features as being a migratory route for the Atlantic Salmon, Allis Shad,
European Eel (Anguilla anguilla), River Lamprey, Sea Lamprey, Smelt, Twaite Shad, and the
European Water Vole (Arvicola amphibius).

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1. Introduction

1.1 General
Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an

Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at
Unit 19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate
is accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the
M25 to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m.

The applicant supplies re-usable sharps containers and provides a collection service to its
customers whereby the used containers are taken to one of the applicant transfer facilities,
emptied and cleaned and sent back to the customer. The contents are emptied into UN
approved wheeled carts under air extraction Once the cart is full, the heavy duty liner is sealed
and the cart lid locked. The wheeled carts are weighed and placed into storage on site prior to
transfer off site for treatment in one of its own treatment facilities.

This site is being developed as a support site to the applicant’'s Rainham Clinical Waste
Treatment Centre, located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the
repackaging/bulking of (reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste, and transfer off-site for recovery.

1.2 Assessment of BAT

As required by Question 3a of EA Application Form Part B3, justification must be provided for
the treatment of waste. A summary of the treatment activities must also be provided which
covers the standards set out in the relevant best available techniques (BAT) document.

The proposed activities have been assessed against indicative BAT, in accordance with the
EA’s Healthcare Waste: Appropriate Measures guidance:

The BAT assessment has been written on the basis of information provided to the agent by the
applicant.

2. Managing the Activities

2.1 General Management

Sharpsmart recognises that an effective management system is a key technique for ensuring
that pollution prevention and control techniques are implemented and support compliance with
BAT. EA guidance recommends certification to a recognised standard such as ISO 14001 or
EMAS and that appropriate measures are to be in place and implemented, in relation to
management of shutdown as a result of maintenance, incidents and non-conformances. A
malfunction or shutdown can lead to EP conditions being breached.

The applicant operates its other facilities in accordance with a certified environmental
management system (EMS). The EMS is certified against the requirements of ISO 14001:2015.
The Rainham Clinical Transfer Station will be brought into the scope of this existing EMS.

The EMS includes a process of internal auditing, raising of non-conformances, reporting and
investigation of incidents, maintenance and routine servicing. It also includes an Accident
Management Plan.
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2.1.1 Plant Design

An automated system moves the sharps bins to the emptying point, where the contents are
safely emptied into a dedicated 770 litre skip bin (UN-approved wheeled cart) which has been
lined with an 80-micron bag. Once the carts containing the contents from the emptied bins are
full the heavy-duty liner is sealed, and the cart lid locked.

The emptied sharps container is then processed in the Washsmart facility that serves to wash,
disinfect, and dry the containers. The plant that will be installed, will be a Washsmart system.
An example of a typical Washsmart plant is provided in Annex BAT1; the model installed may
differ, but the operational principles apply across the range.

The plant is a three stage process which washes, disinfects and dries the emptied sharps
containers. There is also a spray system which sprays a silicon material to the cleaned and
dried container; this lines it and prevents contents from sticking to the container, making it
easier to clean them on their return.

It has its own in-built electrical heaters to produce the hot water required for the washing
process; it is not reliant on a boiler for this.

Part of the procedure will include the production of an inventory of equipment whose failure
could directly or indirectly lead to an impact on the environment. This will include (but not be
limited to) pipework (effluent to sewer), waste containers, the repackaging unit, the Washsmart
wash plant, and the LEV system.

2.1.2 Contingency

When the repackaging plant is not available, as a result of planned shutdown or unplanned
failure, the contingency plan will be activated. The contingency plan also addresses the need
to manage materials if the third party recovery facilities are unavailable due to their own
planned shutdown or unplanned failure. The contingency plan addresses the need to manage
the incoming waste.

In the event of unavailability of the repackaging unit, the incoming waste will continue to be
accepted via the permitted transfer activity at the facility. Waste will be transferred off-site for
processing at another site operated by the applicant. This will ensure that waste storage and
throughput limits set by the EP will not be exceeded.

The contracted, and contingency, plants themselves carry out planned shutdowns; details of
these are provided to the applicant so that the contingency plan reflects actual availability.
Waste producers/customers are also provided with information regarding the applicant’s
contingency plan.

The applicant will seek to honour its waste collection contracts and will not cease accepting
waste from its customers if there is a viable outlet for treatment that would enable continued
operation of the facility within the EP storage limits. This is irrespective of the location of the
contingency facility and cost of recovery/disposal.

2.2 Energy Efficiency

Energy use at the site will comprise:

»  Mains supplied electricity - for the wash plant conveyor, water and cleaning material
pumping systems, and building infrastructure (lighting, fire detection, CCTV etc.)

Energy is monitored at the facility at one location, on the mains feed into the site. Energy use
relates to the operation of the repackaging plant, the washing/drying plant, facility lighting and
heating, office equipment, CCTV and fire systems.
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As part of the EMS, efficiency measures are reviewed and implemented as appropriate. When
purchasing new equipment, its energy needs are assessed as part of the technology selection
process.

The sharps waste that is recovered from the reuseable containers will be transferred off site
for treatment by autoclave (by the applicant at another permitted site). The floc and effluent
generated from this waste stream being autoclaved will go to an R1 rated energy from waste
facility. The generation of energy from that plant therefore serves to offset some of the energy
used by the wash plant.

2.3 Efficient Use of Raw Materials and Water

Upon grant of the EP, in accordance with the standard requirements, a review of raw material
use will be carried out at least every four years. This will seek to identify if there are suitable
alternative materials that could reduce the environmental impact or identify opportunities to
improve the efficiency of the raw material and water use.

2.3.1 Chemicals & Reagents

Operations at the facility will use ‘Solid Hero’ and ‘Pep Active’ from Ecolab for the wash plant.
The former is a detergent that contains 35 to <560% sodium hydroxide. The latter is a general
purpose surface cleaner. Copies of the safety data sheets (SDS) for Solid Hero and Pep Active
are provided in Annex BAT2 of this report.

It is anticipated that the quantities required will be 4 — 5 bottles of Pep Active per week and 1
tube of Solid Hero will be used per week (based on tube washing up to 1500 boxes, at 150/hr
10 hrs/day). This is the anticipated usage; however, this will be accurately quantified once the
plant is in operation.

The quantity of chemicals, filters and reagents used at the facility will be recorded and tracked
during the lifetime of the EP and assessed at regular intervals.

2.3.2 Water

Water will be used at the facility for the purposes of routine cleaning of waste containers, for
general cleaning of the building, for water supply to the Washsmart, and for welfare facilities
(kitchen, toilets, sinks etc.). Estimated water usage is 5,000 litres per day and this is based on
the wash plant initially processing up to 160 containers per hour, for 10 hours per day, and 5
days a week. At full capacity the plant would be operating for 20 hours per day and 7 days per
week.

2.4 Avoidance, Recovery and Disposal of Wastes

The inherent purpose of the facility is to enable the processing of re-usable sharps containers
by emptying them and transferring the bulked contents off site for alternative treatment
(autoclaving). The proposed wash plant supports this bin exchange service and the alternative
treatment of the sharp contents.

As detailed in 3.1 below, liquid effluent from the wash plant will be discharged to the sewer,
under consent from Thames Water.

The treatment activity will generate only one residue/waste and that is the spent HEPA filters
from the system on the repackaging area LEV. The HEPA filters can become blinded with
particulates over time, increasing the resistance to air flow through them, reducing the flow
and potentially resulting in a reduction in air quality. Filters usually last anything from 1 — 5
years depending on the loading. When they require replacement, the spent filters are disposed
of at an appropriate facility, suitable for the waste type.
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3. Site Operations

3.1 Permitted Wastes

Proposed waste types are provided in Tables EWC1 and EWC2 in Appendix H of this
application (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/06).

Wastes stored at the site will be limited to those allowed to be received under the EP. Permitted
wastes for receipt are defined by EWC code and basic description. Waste storage is only in
the designated areas, as shown on the Site Layout Plan.

3.2 Waste Acceptance

Sharpsmart will operate the site in accordance with procedures for both pre-acceptance and
waste acceptance.

Waste acceptance processes are split into two stages, pre-acceptance and acceptance. The
existing certified EMS includes a waste acceptance procedure, and this will be implemented
at the site. Sharpsmart can confirm that the areas of the building in which the proposed
activities will take place, benefit from an impermeable flooring with a sealed drainage system.

The bulked waste (bagged and in 770 litre skip bins) will be accepted into the transfer facility
and subject to the existing weighing and labelling system before being moved to the storage
area for transfer off site; the sharps containers will be repackaged in the existing permitted
transfer facility before being moved to the storage area for transfer off site.

The current version of the Sharpsmart rejection procedure is applicable and will be
implemented in full.

Compliance with these ensures that waste arriving at the site is as expected, as described in
the accompanying duty of care paperwork, and is therefore permitted for acceptance, storage
and treatment/transfer.

4. Emissions and Monitoring
4.1 Waste Storage, Handling and Dispatch

In relation to waste handling, this is carried out in accordance with the waste acceptance
procedure. The waste arrives at the facility in proprietary and appropriate containment. Waste
in 770 litre containers which is purely transferred off site, is moved to the dedicated storage
area.

For the reusable sharps bins, these are stored in specially designed storage trolleys in an area
pending processing. Manual handling is minimised by way of the use of an automated system
which moves these bins to the emptying point, where the contents are safely emptied into a
dedicated facility 770 litre skip bin (UN-approved wheeled cart) which has been lined with an
80-micron bag. Once the carts containing the contents from the emptied bins are full the
heavy-duty liner is sealed, and the cart lid locked.

Sharps waste pending treatment will be stored in a dedicated area and segregated from other
types of waste. There is a defined route for the movement of waste across the building. This
aids the implementation of good waste segregation. Areas will be marked up on the floor to
identify their use (red is for waste pending treatment, grey is for treated waste pending transfer
off site for recovery, green is for clean empty containers). All waste storage is within the
confines of the building; no untreated waste is stored outside.
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Measures will be in place to ensure that containers are cleaned, inspected and repaired or
replaced. The procedures also ensure that waste is processed quickly such that no problems
with odour, litter, vermin or pests occur. The contingency plan has been implemented to
ensure that storage of waste pending transfer or treatment does not exceed 2 weeks. After 2
weeks, the waste will be transferred off site for incineration or alternative treatment elsewhere.

There is a designated quarantine area at the site, within the building, as shown on the site
layout plan. Under normal operations, receipt of non-conforming waste or that which would
require quarantining is rare as waste is collected from serviced customers, in the applicants
own (sealed) containers. As the site operates as a waste transfer facility, should waste arrive
that can’t be processed, this would be transferred on immediately to an appropriate facility.

All waste storage infrastructure is subject to regular inspection and any issues recorded and
actioned. If damage, deterioration or leakage is found then waste will be removed from the
area until repairs are completed.

4.2 Emissions Monitoring

EA guidance recognises that the level of detail relating to fugitive emissions e.g. odour, dust
and noise should be in keeping with the risk of causing annoyance at sensitive receptors.

With regards to odour, it is noted that the waste is contained, and the repackaging unit
enclosed so there is very low potential for the release of odours. The repackaging area benefits
from an LEV system. The pathway to receptors is through building openings only as no
untreated waste is stored, nor is any treatment activity carried out outside, and all doors are
kept closed when there is no delivery or collection taking place. The sensitivity of receptors is
deemed to be relatively low given the industrial nature of the area and the distance (and
direction) of the receptors. The waste stream itself is primarily metals and plastics and unlikely
to be an odour source; as the activity is therefore inherently non-odorous, odour is not deemed
to be a problem. EA guidance, however, does specifically require the implementation of an
odour management plan (OMP) for applications relating to clinical waste. A copy of the OMP
for the site is provided in Appendix J of this application (ref. SHSMT_2025.01/08).

With regards to noise, the potential noise sources, the pathway for propagation, and the
sensitivity of the receptors have been considered in the qualitative risk assessment and
deemed not to warrant a full noise assessment or management plan. The information provided
in the qualitative environmental risk assessment is considered sufficient.

Guidance identifies the key potential emission sources from clinical waste sites as being
pathogenic micro-organisms; chemicals and pharmaceuticals; and bodily fluids. Potential
pathways leading to an emission include a breach of packaging during manual handling,
treatment processes in particular the repackaging of sharps, and cleaning and disinfection of
containers.

Across the application documents, details have been provided for control measures that are
in place for the proposed new activities. These are confirmed as follows:

»  Waste is never manually handled directly. Bulked waste is moved to the storage area in
(lined) lidded and locked for safe handling. The containers are subject to regular checks
to ensure their integrity and fitness for use.

»  An automated system moves the full sharps bins into the repackaging unit. This has
active air extraction which draws air away from the area and which is served by a HEPA
filter on emission point A1. Filters are subject to maintenance in accordance with the
manufacturer’s guidelines to ensure removal efficiency is retained, and pressure
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differentials measured across the filter to identify when exchange is required. The HEPA
filter will prevent bioaerosol emissions from the area.

»  Discharge to sewer from the wash plant will be regulated under a Thames Water
discharge consent which sets a number of limits.

5. Conclusion

On the basis of the assessment above, which addresses compliance with sector guidance, it
is deemed that the proposed activities appropriately fulfil the definition of BAT.

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1. Introduction

1.1 General

Sharpsmart UK (the applicant) has engaged Reva Environmental Ltd (the agent) to prepare an
Environmental Permit (EP) application, for its proposed Rainham Clinical Transfer Station at Unit
19B Barlow Way, Rainham, Essex, RM13 8BT.

It is being developed as a support site to the applicant’s Rainham Clinical Waste Treatment Centre,
located at Unit 21 Barlow Way. It will provide a location to undertaking the repackaging/bulking of
(reusable) sharps bins contents, the storage of non-hazardous and hazardous waste, and transfer
off-site for recovery.

The site comprises a 17,000 sq. ft steel frame warehouse building, externally clad in steel. There
is a large canopy loading area at the front of the building, over three roller shutter doors.

As the facility will accept healthcare waste, an Odour Management Plan (OMP) is required for an
EP application. This OMP forms part of the Environmental Management System (EMS) and, in the
same way as other procedures are, it is reviewed on a regular basis in accordance with the EP
and also updated as required following any substantiated complaints, changes to process, or to
reflect changes in legislation or best practice. It seeks to outline the procedures that are in place
to ensure that odour is managed at the site and that odour nuisance does not arise as a result of
the operations.

This OMP has been written in accordance with EA Guidance on Odour Management which states
that emissions from the activities shall be free from odour at levels likely to cause pollution outside
the site.

1.2 Site Setting

The facility is located at NGR TQ 51066 81647, within the Fairview Industrial Estate. The estate is
accessed from the A13 which provides further access to Central London to the west and the M25
to the east. The River Thames lies to the south at approximately 550 m.

The wider site setting is summarised in Table OMP1 below. Drawing SHSMT-2025-EP-RCTS-03
Site Setting, provided in Appendix D of the application, presents the site and its surroundings.

1.3 Sensitive Receptors

Key sensitive receptors are considered to be those within 1 km of the site; the potential dispersion
of odours to these depends on the weather conditions. The odour concentrations at receptors
located down-wind are likely to be more than at those located cross or up-wind. Some receptors
are more sensitive than others, for example a residential area is likely to be more sensitive than an
industrial estate. Though not usually considered as sensitive receptors, the adjacent industrial
premises have been included in the OMP.

This data is for Southern England which is one of the more sheltered parts of the UK. The strongest
winds are associated with the passage of deep areas of low pressure close to or across the UK;
the frequency and strength of these is greater between December and February.

Southern England is the part of the UK closest to continental Europe and as such can be subject
to continental weather influences that bring cold spells in winter and hot, humid weather in
summer. It is also furthest from the paths of most Atlantic depressions, with their associated cloud,
wind, and rain, so the climate is relatively quiescent.

The wind rose above is considered by the met office to be typical of open, level locations across
the region, with a prevailing south-westerly wind direction throughout the year.

2. Odour Sources and Pathways

2.1 Raw Materials

Raw material use at the site is currently limited to ‘Solid Hero’ and ‘Pep Active’ from Ecolab which
is used in the Washsmart wash plant.

Raw materials are delivered to the site when stock checks identify the need for more and are in
small proprietary containers. They will be stored within the building in a dedicated area. When
needed, the containers are carried to the plant area where it is required.

Due to the nature of the raw materials and the storage and handling arrangements, the risk of
odour release is considered to be very low.
2.2 Waste Receipt, Handling and Storage

Sharps waste - this will arrive contained in the applicant’s own re-useable sharps containers. These
are thick plastic, lidded and securely closed. They are also delivered to the site in an appropriate
waste delivery vehicle and unloaded using the tail lift on the vehicles. The vehicle reverses right up
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to the doors into the reception area of the building. The bins are placed into enclosed trolley units
designed specifically for the safe movement and handling of this type of waste and the trolleys are
placed in a dedicated area pending emptying.

Other - This waste is always contained within a yellow lidded 770 litre waste bin. It will be delivered
to the site in an appropriate waste delivery vehicle and unloaded using the tail lift on the vehicle.
The vehicle reverses right up to the doors into the reception area of the building. Bins are wheeled
into the dedicated bin store area for waste pending transfer off site. The access doors are open
only during the delivery process.

The maximum storage period for any load of waste is 2 weeks.

The nature of the waste (predominantly plastics and metals) and the storage and handling
arrangements mean that the risk of odour release is low.

2.3 BinWashing

The automated system moves the bins to the emptying point, where the contents are safely
emptied into a dedicated facility 770 litre skip bin (UN-approved wheeled cart) which has been
lined with an 80-micron bag. Once the carts containing the contents from the emptied bins are full
the heavy-duty liner is sealed, and the cart lid locked. The nature of the waste (predominantly
plastics and metals) and the storage and handling arrangements mean that the risk of odour
release is low.

The emptied sharps container is then processed in the Washsmart facility that serves to wash,
disinfect, and dry the containers. Each is also sprayed with a silicon spray to line it and prevent
contents from sticking to the container.

The emission points from the wash plant are as follows:

» A1 —Wash plant tipping area local exhaust ventilation (LEV), filtered for particulates via
HEPA filter; and

» A2 —Wash plant dryer local exhaust system.

As for the applicant’s permitted Rainham Clinical Treatment Centre, these emission points are not
required to be monitored.

2.4 Odour Source Assessment

The potentially significant odour sources (materials and processes) are set out in Table OMP3.
Details of the location of storage, type of containment, and maximum quantities of each source
material are also provided in Table OMP3. In relation to storage, each source has been allocated
a unigue reference (Odour Source (OS) 1 — 3) and these identifiers are included on a copy of the
Site Layout Plan, provided in Annex OMP1.

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4. Management Responsibilities

The site will be operated in accordance with the defined EMS that will be implemented and
mirror the existing permitted clinical waste facility. This is led by the management team which
ensures that the system is implemented, understood, and complied with at all levels of the
organisation. The National Operations Manager, Plant Manager and Plant Supervisor will all
have responsibility for odour management at the site, as follows:

» National Operations Manager — responsible for overall control of operations for the
company and providing the resources required to support the work of the responsible
persons in reducing the risk of odour impact from the site;

» Plant Manager — responsible for (or delegates authorised alternative to be responsible
for) maintaining compliance with legal and regulatory requirements, liaising with
neighbours (local receptors), implementing the OMP, providing odour training to site
personnel, and implementing the odour monitoring regime;

» Plant Supervisor — responsible for day-to-day management and operation of the site,
including provision of operating procedures and training as required.

All employees have a stake in odour control at the site and training will be therefore provided
to all staff.

5. Odour Control and Response

Further detail is provided in this section of the control measures listed in Table OMP4 above.

5.1 Limiting the Odour Source

The operator undertakes the repackaging (bulking) of clinical waste and as such the site has
the potential to generate odour from both the storage of clinical waste pending this, and the
repackaging process itself. Measures are taken to limit the potential for odour, as follows:

» All waste is delivered in sealed containers — the bagged waste is always contained
within a yellow lidded 770 litre waste bin whilst sharps waste is received in re-useable
sharps containers which are thick plastic, lidded and securely closed.

» Storage of untreated waste is within the building — no untreated waste is stored outside;

» Doors to the building are kept closed other than when there is a delivery or collection
taking place;

» Procedures ensure that waste is processed quickly. This is usually a matter of up to a
few days; however, the contingency plan limits it to 2 weeks after which the waste is
transferred off site;

» The wash plant is fully enclosed, and the repackaging process is enclosed and benefits
from air extraction which is filtered via HEPA for particulates;

» Daily inspections are undertaken and include housekeeping and cleanliness checks.
These are a visual inspection and focus on key areas of plant/equipment that could
generate odour; and

» General cleaning of the wash plant and repackaging unit is carried out on a regular
basis. As a minimum, process equipment is cleaned at the end of each shift prior to
handover, or at the point of cessation of use if is it not running 24/7.
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5.2 Maintenance and Monitoring

The operator follows a planned preventative maintenance programme to ensure that the plant
works efficiently, and the likelihood of failure is minimised. This has a direct reduction in the
likelihood of odour release resulting from abnormal operations.

The following are included in the PPM:

» Maintenance of HEPA filters in the LEV system, in accordance with the manufacturer’s
guidelines to ensure normal efficiency is retained. Pressure differentials are measured
across the filters to identify when exchange is required; and

» Maintenance of the component parts in accordance with manufacturer specification.

The operator has obtained technical advice from plant manufacturers regarding the ongoing
maintenance and repair of all key plant at the site and, on this basis, will retain a stock of key
spare parts at the facility. An inventory of these spare parts is maintained, and stock replaced
upon use to ensure that a sufficient level of parts is always available at the facility. Scheduled
maintenance and service is carried out by the manufacturer (or manufacturer’s contracted
provider); the tools and expertise required for this is therefore assured.

The operator carries out daily olfactory monitoring in accordance with the EA’s guidance in H4,

using a checklist based on the one provided in H4, a copy of which is attached as Annex OMP2.
It is also carried out following any odour complaints from receptors or identification of odour
issues within the building by the operational team. The frequency may need to be increased in

the event of extreme weather conditions such as long periods of hot weather.

The monitoring is undertaken at several fixed points around the site boundary, as well as a
point down-wind at the time of the monitoring (a moveable point so not defined). These are
shown on Figure OMP2.

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5.3 Odour Incident Response

In the event that there is an issue with odour, within the building, resulting from the waste
activities, the incident is investigated to identify the cause:

» If the odour source is found to be the repackaging/wash plant process. The
plant/process is stopped to allow assessment of the equipment. Once shutdown, the
plant is cleaned thoroughly to remove any residual odour source. Olfactory monitoring
is carried out (internal and external to the building) and if odour is no longer being
generated, processing can recommence.

> If the odour source is found to be a fugitive source (e.g., waste storage, spillage). The
source of the odour is identified and removed; the area is cleaned thoroughly to remove
any residual odour source.

» If the odour source is found to be in an external area. The source of the odour is
identified and removed/repaired — this may require the services of a third-party
contractor. The area is cleaned thoroughly if required.

5.4 Odour Complaint Response

If an odour complaint is received, this may be directly to the site from a member of public, or
via the EA. The complaint is investigated immediately if it is received during normal operating
hours, or first thing on the next working day if received outside of normal operating hours.

Following receipt of a complaint, the operator will determine:

» Ifthe process is under control (i.e., has the site received exceptionally odorous wastes
or have wastes been left standing for too long before processing)

» If there has been a failure of odour containment measures (i.e., has a door been left
open, have odorous materials been stored outside a containment area, have adverse
conditions, such as weather, overwhelmed containment structures)

» Iftreatment measures have failed (i.e., has the wash plant integrity been compromised,
is the LEV system not operation normally)

» Where the odour is associated with the treatment of hazardous materials, if there is
any possibility of health risk to the local community

As noted in Section 5.2 above, the operator will carry out additional olfactory monitoring in
accordance with the EA’s guidance in H4, following any odour complaints from receptors.
Records will be kept of any investigations that are carried out following an odour complaint.
This will include details of any measures taken to rectify the issue where the complaint is
substantiated.

Sharpsmart recognises the need to identify and understand the needs of interested parties;
this includes neighbours (e.g., householders) and neighbouring businesses. Engagement with
these parties is encouraged and will be undertaken as required.

5.5 Odour Records

Olfactory monitoring is carried out daily as part of the site manager/supervisor daily checks.
These are recorded on an App/electronic system. Wider audits are then carried out by the
compliance department as a secondary check; this is typically monthly.
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Records of olfactory monitoring are maintained at the site and can be made available to the
EA if requested.

This OMP is a live document and will be reviewed on a regular basis. Circumstances that would
initiate an extraordinary review of the OMP includes a significant change to the treatment
process or ancillary processes, introduction of any new control measures, introduction of a
new odour source, a change to the site layout, or changes to the sensitive receptors.
