Energy Efficiency Plan
Royal Hallamshire Hospital carries out their activities in line with the ‘Health Technical Memorandum – making energy work in healthcare’.
Sheffield Teaching Hospital has a Sustainability Plan (see ‘NHS Sustainability Plan copy’). The Trust purchases all its electricity through 100% renewable energy sources.
Sheffield Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust is committed to achieving Net Zero emissions by 2045 (see ‘Carbon Reduction Plan Template’).
Measures in place to increase the energy efficiency of the site include the following:
· The site is run through a Building Management System (BMS) designed to optimise energy consumption from heating, lighting and ventilation called Ecostructure, from manufacturer Schneider Electric.
· Regular energy surveys are carried out to identify energy measures. 
· Light Emitting Diode (LED) lighting has been installed, and photovoltaic panels.
· Annual energy walkaround are carried out to determine energy saving measures.
A ‘Climate Change Adaption Plan’ has also been produced for the site.
