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Executive Summary 

Site Location The Site is approximately 1.48 ha in area, and is situated at 
Holmewood Industrial Estate near Chesterfield and centres on NGR 
E: 442660, N: 366520. 

Current Site Use The Site currently comprises an existing industrial building with 
external concrete hardstanding and limited soft landscaping. 

Proposed Site Use It is understood that the Site will continue to be used as industrial 
premises but may require new environmental permits to support 
some of its activities. 

Previous Site Uses The Site is shown to have remained undeveloped until 1917 when 
the Williamthorpe Colliery is shown.  The colliery was subsequently 
expanded and included such site features as spoil heaps and 
railways, but was subsequently cleared from the Site by 1993.  The 
current layout of the Site appears to have existed since 1999. 

Geological Setting No superficial deposits are recorded at the Site and ground 
investigation indicates that much of the expected colliery Made 
Ground has been removed.  The underlying solid geology is 
comprised of the Pennine Middle Coal Measures.  The Lowbright 
(Abdy) Coal outcrops on the south west edge of the Site.  

Environmental 
Considerations 

No pollution incidents have been highlighted in close proximity to the 
Site.  
The Site is located over a Secondary A aquifer in the bedrock.  . 
No historical landfill sites are recorded within 250 m of the Site.  
No radon protection measures are required for any new buildings. 
The Site does lie within 1 km of a COMAH site, located 151 m to the 
south west. 

Contamination 
Assessment 

The risk of future site workers being exposed to potentially 
contaminated soils is considered to be low.  
The risk from hazardous ground gases (incl. radon) is considered to 
be low. 
The risk of pollution to controlled waters is considered to be low. 
The risk posed by ground gases is considered to be low. 

Recommendations No further investigations are recommended at this time.   
Based on the findings of the desk study and ground investigation, the 
Site appears to be in a good condition from a geo-environmental 
perspective. 
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1. Introduction  
1.1 Terms of Reference 
1.1.1 Ecus Limited (hereafter ‘Ecus’) was commissioned by CBE+ Ltd (the ‘Client’) to 

undertake a Phase 1 Desk Study and Phase 2 Ground Investigation at CBE+ Ltd, 
Enterprise Drive, Holmewood, Chesterfield (hereafter referred to as ‘the Site’).  

1.1.2 This report was produced on behalf of the Client and their advisors and financiers. It 
should not be transferred to or relied upon by any unauthorised third parties without 
the express permission of Ecus and our Client. If any unauthorised third party comes 
into possession of this report they rely on it entirely at their own risk.  

1.2 Objectives 
1.2.1 The assessment has been carried out in general accordance with the requirements of 

British Standards BS5930 (2015) – Code of Practice for Ground Investigations and 
BS10175 (2011+A1:2013) – Investigation of Potentially Contaminated Sites. Code of 
Practice. 

1.2.2 The general objectives of the assessment are as follows: 

• Provide information on past and current uses of the Site and surrounding area, 
and the nature of potential resulting hazards and physical constraints. 

• Identify potential linkages between potential sources of contamination and 
receptors through likely pathways. 

• Formulate an initial conceptual model highlighting the potential risks to future 
receptors for different geo-environmental aspects. 

• Confirm the ground conditions across the site by means of carrying out intrusive 
exploratory holes. 

• Obtain representative samples of the existing soils to facilitate chemical 
laboratory testing. 

• Provide an interpretation of the ground conditions encountered and associated 
laboratory testing results. 

• Update the initial conceptual site model formulated as part of the Phase 1 Desk 
Study assessment. 

• Establish whether any additional investigation or assessment is required to 
further define any identified environmental constraints. 

1.3 Future Site Use 
1.3.1 The Site comprises established industrial premises and it is understood that baseline 

environmental conditions at the Site were required to be known as part of a new 
environmental permit for continued industrial operations at the Site.  

1.3.2 This report has been written in relation to this land end-use; should the proposed land 
use change then the conclusions and recommendations of the report will require 
reassessment. 

1.4 Sources of Information 
1.4.1 Table 1 presents sources of information that have been consulted during this

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2. The Site  
2.1 Location and Current Condition 
2.1.1 The Site is approximately 1.48 hectares in area and comprises an active factory 

within Holmewood Industrial Estate, Holmewood, Chesterfield. Figure 1 shows the 
location of the Site which centres on National Grid Reference E: 442660, N: 366520.  

2.1.2 A site walkover survey was carried out on 17th February 2020. Figure 2 shows the 
current layout of the Site and photographs of the Site are presented in Appendix 1.  

2.2 Site Description 
2.2.1 At the time of the walkover survey the Site comprised an active factory with 

associated car parking and soft-landscaped areas. (Photographs 1 to 10). A storage 
yard is located to the rear of the factory building within the north western part of the 
Site (Photographs 1 to 3). 

2.2.2 Various containers (steel drums, intermediate bulk storage) were located within the 
storage yard (Photographs 1 to 4).  The contents were either unclear (no label) or the 
containers were empty.  No obvious signs of spillage were observed. 

2.2.3 Four portable generator units were also present in the storage yard (Photographs 2 
and 3).  These appears to be in good condition and showed no signs of leaks or spills 
associated with fuel or oil. 

2.2.4 Enterprise Drive runs parallel to the south western boundaries of the Site.  
2.2.5 No obvious visual or olfactory signs of potential contamination were identified during 

the walkover survey.  

2.3 Topography  
2.3.1 The Site is flat lying and located at an elevation of approximately 135 m Above 

Ordnance Datum (AOD). 

2.4 Access 
2.4.1 Vehicular and pedestrian access is possible through the Site entrance from 

Enterprise Drive, located along the south western boundary of the Site (Photograph 
8).   

2.5 Underground Structures and Services 
2.5.1 Drainage covers could be seen within the storage yard within the south western part 

of the Site, with several drainage covers and an interceptor sign were located along 
the south eastern boundary of the Site and the southernmost corner of the Site 
(Photographs 7, 9 and 10).   

2.5.2 No evidence of other underground services was observed during the site walkover 
survey.  

2.6 Surrounding Land Use 
2.6.1 The Site is situated within the Holmewood Industrial Estate which is located on the 

northern edge of the village of Holmewood. Further industrial units are located north, 
east and south of the Site. The Five Pits Trail and Williamthorpe Nature Reserve are 
located to the west and north west of the Site.  
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3. Historical Setting  
3.1 Historical Land Use 
3.1.1 Historical Ordnance Survey mapping was obtained by commissioning a Landmark 

Envirocheck report for the Site.   
3.1.2 The historical maps are presented in Appendix 2. A description of the historical use of 

the Site is presented in Table 2, along with a summary of surrounding land uses 
considered to have the potential to influence the contamination potential of the Site.

3.2 Summary of Historical Land Use 
3.2.1 The Site is shown to have remained undeveloped until 1917 when railway sidings, 

associated with Williamthorpe Colliery, are shown across the Site. The historical map 
dated 1938 shows an area of spoil within the south-eastern corner (possibly also 
present as early as 1917) and by 1955 several buildings associated with the Colliery 
were constructed across the Site. The railway sidings are no longer shown by 1974 
and the Colliery buildings appear to have been used as a ‘works and depot’ until 
1993 when the Site is shown to be clear of features, apparently having been 
prepared for redevelopment as part of Williamthorpe Industrial Park. A large building 
was constructed on the Site between 1995 and 1999 matching the outline of the 
current building, and the Site appears to have remained the same since.     

3.2.2 The historical maps indicate that the nearest past industrial land use to the Site were 
the railway lines, sidings, shafts and buildings associated with Williamthorpe Colliery. 
Other industrial land uses in proximity to the Site include Lings Colliery, Temple 
Normanton Colliery, spoil tips and tanks.   
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4. Environmental Searches 
4.1 Pollution Incidents 
4.1.1 The Landmark Envirocheck report (Appendix 3) records six pollution incidents to 

controlled waters within 500 m of the Site. The nearest occurred 311 m south-east of 
the Site and was a Category 3 (minor impact) incident involving oils.  

4.1.2 One record for a substantiated pollution incident is recorded within 500 m of the Site 
within the Envirocheck report. The incident was recorded 343 m east of the Site and 
were Category 1 (major impact) incidents to water involving inorganic chemicals.  

4.1.3 No sites deemed as Contaminated Land under Part 2A of the Environmental 
Protection Act 1990 are recorded within 500 m of the Site.   

4.2 Discharge Consents 
4.2.1 Twenty nine records for licensed discharge consents to surface water are recorded 

within 500 m of the Site within the Envirocheck report. The nearest is located 253 m 
south-east of the Site and is sewage discharges into a tributary of the Muster Brook.   

4.2.2 Within 250 m of the Site, no records for any Water Industry Referrals (potential 
harmful discharges to the public sewer) have been highlighted. 

4.3 Landfill Sites and Waste Management Licences 
4.3.1 The Envirocheck report does not identify any recorded active or historical landfill sites 

located within 250 m of the Site.  
4.3.2 No entries for waste management facilities are recorded within 250 m of the Site 

within the Envirocheck report.   

4.4 Potentially Infilled Land 
4.4.1 The Site is shown to be underlain by potentially infilled land relating to the historical 

use of the Site.  

4.5 Authorised Activities 
4.5.1 The Envirocheck report records five Integrated Pollution and Prevention Control 

(IPPC) records within 1 km of the Site. The nearest is recorded 148 m south-west of 
the Site at Xtratherm Uk Limited.  

4.6 Hazardous Substances 
4.6.1 Within the Envirocheck report, there are no records of any Planning Hazardous 

Substances Consents or Explosive Sites within 1 km of the Site.  
4.6.2 A single record for registered radioactive substances is recorded within the 

Envirocheck report within 500 m of the Site. The record is shown 298 m south-east of 
the Site at Baldwins Industrial Services Plc and is for the disposal of radioactive 
waste.   

4.6.3 The Envirocheck report does not record any Notification of Installations Handling 
Hazardous Substance (NIHHS) sites within 1 km of the Site. 

4.6.4 The Envirocheck report records two Control of Major Accident Hazards (COMAH) 
sites within 1km of the Site. The nearest is recorded 151 m south-west of the Site at 
Xtratherm UK Ltd.   

4.7 Industrial Land Uses 
4.7.1 Nine entries for Contemporary Trade Entries (potentially contaminative current and 

historical land uses) are recorded within 100 m of the Site. Two entries are recorded 
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on the Site, one for a Precision Engineers however the status is shown as inactive. 
The second entry recorded on the Site is for an active filter manufacturer and 
supplier. The remaining entries include a road haulage services, a manufacture and 
a drilling and boring equipment and supplies.  

4.7.2 Two entries for fuel sites are recorded within the Enviroceck report within 1 km of the 
Site. The nearest is recorded 571 m south of the Site and the entry relates to a petrol 
station.   

4.7.3 The Groundsure report does not identify any high voltage underground electricity 
cables or high pressure gas pipelines within 500 m of the Site.    

4.8 Environmentally Sensitive Land Uses 
4.8.1 The Envirocheck report indicates that the Site is located within a Nitrate Vulnerable 

Zone. 

4.9 Radon 
4.9.1 According to the Envirockeck report, the Site is in an area where less than 1 % of 

properties have radon levels above the designated Action Level. 
4.9.2 Radon protection measures are not required within any new buildings.   

4.10 Flood Risk 
4.10.1 The Site is shown to be within Flood Zone 1.  
4.10.2 The Groundsure report gives the likelihood of flooding to be very low, with an annual 

probably of less than 1 in 1,000. 
4.10.3 According to the Envirocheck report the British Geological Survey (BGS) indicates 

that the Site is not located within an area at risk of groundwater flooding.  
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5. Geology and Ground Stability  
5.1 Geology 
5.1.1 The 1:50,000 scale digital geological map for the area has been studied using the 

BGS GeoIndex online tool. Information on the anticipated geology and hydrogeology 
of the Site is also shown within the Landmark Envirocheck report included in 
Appendix 3.  
Solid Geology 

5.1.2 The solid strata shown underlying the Site are undifferentiated strata of the Pennine 
Middle Coal Measures. Nearby strata are shown to dip 8° to the north-east.  

5.1.3 The Lowbright (Abdy) Coal seam is shown outcrop along the south-western boundary 
of the Site.  

5.1.4 No geological faults are shown to affect the Site. 
Superficial and Artificial Deposits 

5.1.5 No superficial deposits are shown to underlie the Site.  
5.1.6 No recorded Made Ground or other artificial deposits are recorded within, or 

immediately adjacent to, the Site boundaries on the geological map.  

5.2 Ground Stability 
5.2.1 The Groundsure report highlights the risk from soluble rocks, compressible deposits 

and running sands to the Site to be negligible and shrink swell clays, landslides and 
collapsible rocks to be very low.    

5.3 Hydrogeology 
5.3.1 According to the Groundsure report the Pennine Middle Coal Measures are classified 

by the Environment Agency (EA) as a Secondary A aquifer. The EA describes these 
as permeable rocks or soils capable of supporting water supplies at a local rather 
than strategic scale, and in some cases forming an important source of base flow to 
rivers.   

5.3.2 The Site is not located within a groundwater Source Protection Zone (SPZ) as set by 
the Environment Agency for the protection of potable groundwater resources. 

5.3.3 The Envirocheck report indicates that there are no active licensed groundwater 
abstractions within 1 km of the Site.  

5.4 Hydrology 
5.4.1 The Envirocheck report indicates that the nearest surface water feature to the Site is 

an unnamed inland river located adjacent to the north-western boundary of the Site.  
5.4.2 The Envirocheck report records four surface water abstractions within 500 m of the 

Site. The nearest is shown 432 m north-east of the Site at Smith Reclamation Ltd 
and is for the abstraction of 27,600m3 of water annually from a reservoir fed by the 
Muster Brook. The status of the licence is shown as lapsed.    

5.5 Historical Ground Investigation Data 
5.5.1 As highlighted in the Envirocheck report, eleven archived BGS borehole records are 

recorded within 100 m of the Site. The records generally recorded Made Ground 
between c. 1.50 m and 2.20 m below ground level (bgl) overlying mudstone to a 
maximum depth of 4.5 m bgl.   

5.5.2 No other archive investigation information is available that may provide further 
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indication of the likely ground conditions beneath the Site. 

5.6 Coal Mining 
5.6.1 The Coal Authority’s online Interactive Map Viewer1 shows that the Site is located 

within a Development High Risk Area.  

5.7 Other Mineral Extraction 
5.7.1 The Envirocheck reports identifies the Site to be located within a potential mining 

area and an area of historic extractive industries or potential excavations relating to a 
railway cutting and Williamthorpe Colliery.  

5.7.2 No historical underground workings are recorded within 500 m of the Site.   
5.7.3 No records for current ground workings are recorded within 500 m of the Site.  
5.7.4 The risk of unrecorded mineral extractions underlying the Site is therefore considered

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6. Environmental Assessment  
6.1 Introduction 
6.1.1 The following sections provide an indication of the potentially contaminative activities 

that have been carried out throughout the historical use of the Site and the 
surrounding land. Likely associated contaminants are also identified. It should be 
noted that the activities identified may not necessarily have resulted in contamination 
of the ground. 

6.2 On-Site Contamination 
6.2.1 The Site is shown to have remained undeveloped until 1917 when railway sidings, 

associated with Williamthorpe Colliery, are shown across the Site. The historical map 
dated 1938 shows an area of spoil within the south-eastern corner and by 1955 
several buildings associated with the Colliery were constructed across the Site. The 
railway sidings are no longer shown by 1974 and the Colliery buildings appear to 
have been used as a works and depot until 1993 when the Site is shown to be 
undeveloped. A large building was constructed on the Site between 1995 and 1999 
and the Site appears to have remained the same since. 

6.2.2 No obvious visual or olfactory signs of potential contamination were highlighted 
during the walkover survey carried out.  

6.2.3 As part of the walkover survey no visual signs of potential invasive plants were 
recorded. However, not seeing potential signs of invasive plants during our time on 
Site cannot be a guarantee that they are not present. 

6.2.4 The Site is to stay in its existing use.   
6.2.5 Chemical and groundwater testing would be recommended to confirm the ground 

conditions at the Site.  

6.3 Off-Site Contaminants 
6.3.1 The railway lines and sidings located adjacent to the Site, associated with 

Williamthorpe Colliery, could be a source of off-site contamination.  
6.3.2 No other potentially significant off-site sources of contamination have been identified 

by the Phase 1 Desk Study.   

6.4 Ground Gases 
6.4.1 The Site is not located within 250 m of a recorded landfill site. 
6.4.2 The Site is shown to be underlain by potentially infilled land relating to the historical 

use of the Site however the Site is not recorded to be underlain by a significant 
thickness of Made Ground.  

6.4.3 The Site was historically part of a colliery and as such shallow coal seams and / or 
mine workings could be source of ground gases. 

6.4.4 The risk posed by ground gases is considered to be low and as no new buildings are 
proposed for the Site, the existing building comprises large open spaces and is likely 
to have a monolithic floor slab.  The risk to future site users is considered to be the 
same as present. 

6.5 Controlled Waters 
6.5.1 An unnamed inland river is located adjacent to the north-western boundary of the 

Site.  Historical mapping indicates that this may be some form of land drain resulting 
from restoration of the former colliery land as the watercourse did not appear to be 
present before this. 
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6.5.2 The bedrock under the Site is classified as a Secondary A aquifer. The Site is not 
located within a groundwater Source Protection Zone and no groundwater 
abstractions are located in potential influencing distance to the Site. 

6.5.3 Groundwater resources at the Site are considered to be a sensitive environmental 
receptor. However, there is only a low probability of significant contamination being 
present at the Site, therefore the risk to groundwater is considered to be Low. 
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7. Preliminary Conceptual Site Model  
7.1 General 
7.1.1 The preliminary Conceptual Site Model (CSM) uses the desk study findings and an 

understanding of the way that the potential contaminants at the Site are likely to 
behave in the soil, rock and groundwater environment to identify possible pollutant 
linkages between potential contaminants sources and the likely critical receptor. 

7.1.2 Definitions of the three elements of the Source-Pathway-Receptor model are defined 
in Table 3. 
Table 3: Source-Pathway-Receptor Definitions 

Source A substance that is above, on or under land and could pose potential harm or 
adversely affect an identified receptor, or cause pollution to controlled waters. 

Pathway The physical means by which the potential contaminants may reach the 
receptor. 

Receptor The identified element (either animate or inanimate) that could be adversely 
affected by the contaminant. 

 
7.1.3 It should be noted that all three of the elements in Table 3 are required for there to be 

a perceivable risk. Where all three elements are deemed to be present, the risk is a 
function of the probability of the event occurring and the potential consequence, 
should the event occur. 

7.1.4 The risk classifications assigned to the conceptual model are based on the 
terminology for consequence and probability outlined in CIRIA C552, with a summary 
of the resultant risk classifications summarised in Table 4.

7.1.5 For the purpose of the CSM, groups of contaminants that (in most circumstances) 
behave in a similar way in the environment have been chosen and linked to potential 
pathways and receptors. 

7.1.6 It should be noted that not all the potential contaminants have been included in the 
conceptual model, only those that are considered potentially significant at this stage. 

7.1.7 As further up-to-date site specific information becomes available the CSM should be 
updated accordingly. 
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7.2 Potential Migration Pathways 
7.2.1 A summary of potential pathways and receptors is given in Table 5. 
7.2.2 Some Source-Pathway-Receptor linkages mentioned in the table are not considered 

likely to be active at the Site for the reasons specified in the Comments column.

7.3 Critical Receptors 
7.3.1 Using the information contained in Table 6, the CSM has identified the most sensitive 

receptor for each potential contaminant source and the critical pathway between the 
source and receptor. 

7.3.2 It is understood that the Site is to stay as its existing use.  
7.3.3 Site users will have the potential to come into contact with any underlying 

contaminants in soft landscaped areas but the majority of the Site is otherwise 
covered by hardstanding that would prevent direct contact with potential 
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contaminants. 
7.3.4 At this stage the CSM has determined whether a potentially significant risk exists that 

would warrant further investigation to refine the risks to the critical receptor. See 
Table 6. 

7.3.5 Where further investigation is deemed to be required, recommendations are given at 
the end of this report to better define the potential risks.

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8. Fieldwork 
8.1 Scope and Sampling Strategy 
8.1.1 All fieldwork was undertaken in general accordance with the requirements of British 

Standards BS5930 (2015) – Code of Practice for Ground Investigations and 
BS10175 (2011+A2:2017) – Investigation of Potentially Contaminated Sites.  Code of 
Practice. 

8.1.2 The aim of the investigation was to confirm the ground conditions across the Site and 
assess the chemical suitability of existing soils at the Site.  

8.1.3 A total of seven windowless sampler holes (WS01 to WS07) were drilled across the 
Site on 17th February 2020 to depths of between 1.70 m and 2.80 m bgl using a 
Global Geo4 Windowless Sampling Rig.   

8.1.4 From the boreholes, environmental samples were collected from both the Made 
Ground and natural strata.  Visual and olfactory evidence of contamination was 
recorded where observed.    

8.1.5 Upon completion groundwater monitoring wells were installed in all the boreholes.  

8.2 Locations of Exploratory Holes 
8.2.1 The locations of the exploratory holes were selected by Ecus to provide a 

representative spread of data across the Site. 
8.2.2 Figure 2 shows the approximate locations of the exploratory holes.  

8.3 Chemical Analyses 
8.3.1 Chemical analysis of on-site soils for a range of heavy metals, semi-heavy metals, 

polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAH), speciated Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons 
(PAH) and asbestos screening and identification was undertaken on samples ofMade 
Ground and natural strata, to assess contaminant levels in the underlying soils.  

8.3.2 The full laboratory results are presented in Appendix 5. 

8.4 Post-investigation Monitoring 
8.4.1 Groundwater monitoring has been carried out on a single occasion following the 

ground investigation.  
8.4.2 Measurements of groundwater depth from ground level were also undertaken during 

the groundwater monitoring visit using an electronic dip meter.  
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9. Ground Conditions  
9.1 Introduction 
9.1.1 The following sections provide a summary of the general ground conditions recorded 

across the Site for guidance purposes only. Full details of the soils encountered at 
each borehole location are presented on the appended logs; see Appendix 4.   

9.2 Made Ground  
9.2.1 Hard-surfacing, comprising concrete or asphalt, was encountered from the surface to 

depths of between 0.09 m and 0.23 m bgl in boreholes WS01 to WS06.  
9.2.2 Made Ground was encountered in all locations during the investigation to depths of 

between 0.16 m to 1.05 m bgl. The Made Ground generally comprised sandy 
limestone gravel.  

9.2.3 Boreholes WS02, WS05 and WS07 encountered Made Ground comprising of clayey 
sandy gravel with anthropogenic content including brick, concrete and clinker.   

9.3 Natural Soils   
9.3.1 Natural soils were present immediately beneath the Made Ground in all of the 

exploratory holes except WS05 and WS06. 
9.3.2 The natural soils generally comprised firm to stiff gravelly clay overlying a clayey 

gravel to the full depth of investigation.   
9.3.3 The natural subsoils represent the upper weathered horizons of the Pennine Lower 

Coal Measures which are shown to underlie the Site on geological mapping.   

9.4 Bedrock 
9.4.1 Weathered mudstone bedrock was encountered in each borehole drilled across the 

Site.  

9.5 Groundwater 
9.5.1 Groundwater seepage was encountered within borehole WS02 only at a depth of 

1.65 m bgl.  

9.6 Contamination Observations  
9.6.1 No visual evidence of gross contamination was observed during the site 

investigation. 
9.6.2 A slight hydrocarbon odour was observed in borehole WS02, in the Made Ground 

between 0.34m and 0.44 m bgl. 
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10. Revised Conceptual Model and Risk Assessment  
10.1 Introduction 
10.1.1 The conceptual model and risk assessment produced in Section 7 has identified 

potential risks to potential receptors from exposure to contaminants at the Site.  
10.1.2 Using the findings of the ground investigation, the conceptual model and risk 

assessment, have been updated to provide an up-to-date reflection of the potential 
risks to future residents.  

10.2 Risks to Site End Users – Selection of Human Health Risk Screening 
Criteria 
Category 4 Screening Levels 

10.2.1 The Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra) published Category 
4 Screening Levels2,3 (C4SLs) in 2014.  These were developed to be used in the 
inspection of potentially contaminated land under Part 2A of the Environmental 
Protection Act (1990) (hereafter referred to as ‘Part 2A’) to define land that is suitable 
for use and definitely not contaminated land.   

10.2.2 Defra has explicitly stated that the C4SL values are suitable for use for soil 
contamination assessments within the development planning regime; the Policy 
Companion Document published by Defra to be read alongside the main document 
states that: 

10.2.3 “The Part 2A regime and the planning regime are inter-linked such that the National 
Planning Policy Framework states that “after development, as a minimum, land 
should not be capable of being determined as contaminated land under Part 2A of 
the Environmental Protection Act 1990” and that “Where a site is affected by 
contamination or land stability issues, responsibility for securing a safe development 
rests with the developer and/or landowner.” The Part 2A Statutory Guidance and 
accompanying Impact Assessment were developed on the basis that Category 4 
Screening Levels could be used under the planning regime, as they would be in Part 
2A investigations directly”.   

10.2.4 Hence a site where all shallow soils contain concentrations of contaminants that are 
equal to or less than the applicable C4SLs is suitable for use, as defined within the 
National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF).  Therefore, the C4SLs are appropriate 
for use as a human health risk screening tool in this assessment.  However, where 
the concentration of a contaminant is greater than the C4SL value, this is not 
necessarily indicative that there is an unacceptable risk or that remediation is 
required; other lines of evidence should also be taken into consideration. 

10.2.5 The land use assumptions for the residential, allotments and commercial land use 
scenarios within the C4SL assessment system are based on the Environment 
Agency’s Contaminated Land Exposure Assessment (CLEA) model4,5,6, with

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amendments to the exposure assumptions within the standard land use models and 
exchanging the health criteria values (HCVs) used to calculate the previously 
published soil guideline values (SGVs) for updated Low Levels of Toxicological 
Concern (LLTC).   

10.2.6 At the time of writing, C4SL values have been published for arsenic, benzene, 
benzo(a)pyrene, cadmium, hexavalent chromium and lead.   
Suitable 4 Use Levels 

10.2.7 Land Quality Management Ltd (LQM) and the Chartered Institute of Environmental 
Health (CIEH) published Suitable 4 Use Levels (S4ULs) in 20157.  These were 
calculated based on the same assumptions on exposure as those used to calculate 
the C4SL values, and LLTC values that are of an equivalent level of protection as the 
C4SLs. 

10.2.8 Accordingly, the S4UL have been used as human health risk screening criteria in this 
assessment for those heavy metals, PAH compounds and petroleum hydrocarbon 
fractions not covered by the C4SLs.  
Asbestos 

10.2.9 For the assessment of the risk from asbestos in soils, guidance contained within 
CIRIA Report C7338 has been taken into consideration, although it should be noted 
that this document does not include any UK-based SGVs for the assessment of risk 
from asbestos in soils.   

10.3 Risks to Human Health – Conceptual Exposure Model 
10.3.1 C4SLs and S4ULs have been produced for the following standardised land use 

scenarios: 

• Residential (with and without home-grown produce);  

• Allotments;  

• Commercial;  

• Public open space near to housing;  

• Public open space distant from housing. 
10.3.2 In the CLEA model, the commercial land use is assumed to consist of a three-storey 

office and the standard critical receptor is assumed to be a working female adult 
(aged sixteen to sixty five years old) with a duration of exposure of forty nine years. 

10.3.3 It is understood that the Site is to stay as its existing use. Therefore, C4SL and S4UL 
values for the ‘commercial’ land use scenario have been chosen as the initial risk 
screening criteria for the Site.  
Soil Organic Matter 

10.3.4 The soil organic matter (SOM) from Made Ground soil samples analysed varies 
between 0.9 % and 12.4 %.  S4UL values based on an assumed 1 % SOM have 
therefore been used in this assessment in order to make it conservative.  The C4SL 
values are calculated assuming a SOM concentration of 6 %.

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10.4   Initial Human Health Risk Screening Assessment 
10.4.1 The commercial C4SL and S4UL values for each contaminant of concern are 

summarised within Appendix 6, Tables 6.1 to 6.3.  Reported exceedances of the 
C4SL and S4UL values are also shown, along with the minimum and maximum 
recorded concentration for each contaminant.  There is a satisfactorily representative 
dataset for the Site for the contaminants of potential concern, and therefore, where 
the maximum concentration of a contaminant is less than the C4SL / S4UL, it can be 
stated with a satisfactory degree of confidence that the risk from potential 
contaminant linkages between that contaminant within existing site soils and the 
health of the identified critical receptor is low. 

10.4.2 Conversely, where the maximum concentration of a contaminant is greater than the 
C4SL / S4UL, further assessment may be required.   

10.4.3 Where the maximum recorded concentration of a contaminant was less than the 
laboratory’s limit of detection (see individual laboratory reports in Appendix 5), the 
detection limit has been taken as the maximum potential concentration for the 
sample concerned. 

10.4.4 The tables in Appendix 6 show that the concentrations of all contaminants analysed 
were found to be below current GAC values for a commercial end-use.  

10.5 Asbestos in Soil  
10.5.1 Seven samples were tested for the presence of asbestos fibres.  Chrysotile fibres 

were detected in a single sample (WS07 at 0.30 m). The result was <0.001 % and 
the risk posed by asbestos fibres is considered to be generally low, but with the 
potential for localised occurrences.   

10.5.2 It should be recognised that the largely negative test results for asbestos fibres does 
not preclude the possibility that such material may be buried elsewhere on the Site, 
particularly given the one positive result that was reported, and any ground workers 
should be vigilant for potential asbestos containing materials during any groundworks 
operations 

10.6 Controlled Waters  
10.6.1 Laboratory testing was undertaken on soil samples collected as part of the ground 

investigation to determine their leachability to groundwater beneath the Site, and on 
groundwater samples obtained from monitoring wells.   

10.6.2 The Tier 1 Water Environment screening criteria are given in Appendix 6, Tables 6.4 
to 6.6, and are based on the Environmental Quality Standards (EA EQS) 
(Freshwater), UK Drinking Water Standards (UK DWS) and Water Framework 
Directive (2000/60/EC).  The minimum and maximum values from the laboratory 
testing are also stated and any exceedances of the screening criteria are highlighted.  
Where screening values are available, the order of priority for assessment will be 
EQS > DWS > WFD.   

Metals and Phenols 
10.6.3 Exceedances within soil derived leachates were recorded for copper and vanadium 

when compared against EQS screening values.  
10.6.4 The exceedances are somewhat sporadic and do not appear to indicate any pattern 

or widespread leaching of metals and phenols, but rather leaching of particular 
contaminants at different points locally around the Site.   

10.6.5 The exceedances for arsenic, copper, selenium and vanadium in groundwater 
samples are relatively low in comparison to their EQS values and this suggests that 
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while some leaching of metals to groundwater is taking place, it is relatively limited.  
No exceedances for other heavy metals are evident in the groundwater samples. 

10.6.6 The general risk to controlled waters from heavy metals and phenols is considered to 
be low. 

Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons 
10.6.7 Naphthalene is the only PAH with an established EQS screening value (10 µg/l) and 

this was not exceeded in any of the soil derived leachate or groundwater samples. 
10.6.8 Exceedances were recorded for PAHs against DWS screening criteria for 

benzo(a)pyrene. However, it is noted that the laboratory limit of detection was higher 
than the DWS screening criteria.  

10.6.9 It is noted that the DWS screening value is set at an extremely low value, and the 
Site is not within an area where potable water abstractions are taking place.  If the 
available EQS value for naphthalene is applied across all individual PAHs as a proxy 
screening value, no exceedances are recorded and, based on this criteria, the risk to 
controlled waters is considered to be low.   

10.7 Invasive Plants 
10.7.1 No evidence of any invasive plant species was identified during the ground 

investigation works undertaken.  However, not seeing any signs of invasive plants on 
site cannot be a guarantee that they are not present.   

10.8 Revised Conceptual Site Model 
10.8.1 The Site is proposed to stay as its existing use. The following assessment is based 

upon this end-use.  
10.8.2 Definitions of each element of the Source-Pathway-Receptor model are outlined in 

Table 7 for ease of reference.  Where all three elements are deemed to be present, 
the risk is a function of the probability of the event occurring and the potential 
consequence, should the event occur. 
 
Table 7: Source-Pathway-Receptor Definitions

10.8.3 The risk classifications assigned to the conceptual model are based on the 

terminology for consequence and probability outlined in CIRIA C552, with a summary 
of the resultant risk classifications summarised in Table 8.

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11. Conclusions and Recommendations  
11.1 Geo-environmental Considerations 
11.1.1 No elevated concentrations of any contaminant analysed were identified at the Site.  
11.1.2 No further action is required with regard to protection of controlled waters based on a 

lack of specific contaminative sources and the ground conditions encountered during 
the investigation works.   

11.1.3 Based on the results of this Phase I desk study and Phase 2 ground investigation, it 
is considered that the Site is currently in a good condition with no obvious 
contamination concerns at the present time.  This report should be taken forward to 
represent the baseline conditions for any subsequent environmental permits applied 
for.  

11.2 Recommendations  
11.2.1 No further work is recommended at this stage.

Artificial ground is a term used by BGS for those areas where the ground 
surface has been significantly modified by human activity. Information about
previously developed ground is especially important, as it is often 
associated with potentially contaminated material, unpredictable 
engineering conditions and unstable ground.

Artificial ground includes: 

- Made ground - man-made deposits such as embankments and spoil 
heaps on the natural ground surface.
- Worked ground - areas where the ground has been cut away such as 
quarries and road cuttings.
- Infilled ground - areas where the ground has been cut away then wholly or
partially backfilled.
- Landscaped ground - areas where the surface has been reshaped.

Mass movement (landslip) deposits on BGS geological maps are primarily 
superficial deposits that have moved down slope under gravity to form 
landslips.

Superficial Geology
Superficial Deposits are the youngest geological deposits formed during the
most recent period of geological time, the Quaternary, which extends back 
about 1.8 million years from the present. 

They rest on older deposits or rocks referred to as Bedrock. This dataset 
contains Superficial deposits that are of natural origin and 'in place'. Other 
superficial strata may be held in the Mass Movement dataset where they 
have been moved, or in the Artificial Ground dataset where they are of 
man-made origin.

Most of these Superficial deposits are unconsolidated sediments such as 
gravel, sand, silt and clay, and onshore they form relatively thin, often 
discontinuous patches or larger spreads.

Bedrock and Faults
Bedrock geology is a term used for the main mass of rocks forming the 
Earth and are present everywhere, whether exposed at the surface in 
outcrops or concealed beneath superficial deposits or water. 

The bedrock has formed over vast lengths of geological time ranging from 
ancient and highly altered rocks of the Proterozoic, some 2500 million years
ago, or older, up to the relatively young Pliocene, 1.8 million years ago.

The bedrock geology includes many lithologies, often classified into three 
types based on origin: igneous, metamorphic and sedimentary.

The BGS Faults and Rock Segments dataset includes geological faults 
(e.g. normal, thrust), and thin beds mapped as lines (e.g. coal seam, 
gypsum bed). Some of these are linked to other particular 1:50,000
